Minutes

Fleckenstein moved and Schaaf seconded to approve the September 14thth, 2015 city council minutes as presented, all voting aye, motion carried.
Hearing of Visitors
Margi Engelter and Phil Halverson presented the council with group health insurance quotes from BCBS and Sanford.  Davis will discuss the options with the Fuchs and Brunen.  

Mark Meyer attended the meeting to discuss a bill that was given to the Elm Crest Board for a street repair following the construction of the assisted living apartments.  Meyer does not deny that damage was done to the streets, but he was concerned that Elm Crest is being overcharged.  Meyer requested that Fuchs do a more specific breakdown of the bill and add the size of the repairs to the bill.  Fuchs will do a breakdown of the bill for Elm Crest.  In Fuchs opinion the damage on Elm between 2nd and 3rd was caused by the Spring truck traffic from the Elm Crest project.  The council agreed to stick by the original bill that Fuchs presented to Elm Crest.
Water and Sewer
Kautzman moved and Fleckenstein seconded to approve the resolution to the water and sewer rates/charges.  The motion carries with Young abstaining.
Street Committee

Fuchs requested a call for bids to repair the curb on the corner of South Third and Birch Ave.  The council agrees it should be replaced with a handicap curb ramp.  Davis will place an add seeking bids.
Fleckenstein reported to the council that the concrete waterway behind the pool has significantly helped with the drainage problems we were previously having.  
Auditorium Committee

The council reviewed a rent reduction request from Deb Anderson to hold an EMT class in the basement of the auditorium.  Young moved and Klusmann seconded to approve the rent reduction and allow Deb Anderson to rent the basement of the Auditoium for $15/day for an EMT class at the city auditorium.  All in favor the motion carried.

The council also received a request for a rent reduction from the NSA Speech Team.  Schaaf moved and Kautzman seconded to approve the speech team to rent the gym and kitchen for $50 on November 6th for a diner and one act play.  All in favor the motion carried, Young abstains from the vote.

Davis explained to the council that she has received some complains and concerns about the auditorium electrical capacity.  Over the last couple months renters have come to Davis stating that they are blowing breakers while trying to cook or when bands are playing for weddings.  Fleckenstein stated that breakers can get weak from years of power being surged through them and many of the problems could possibly be solved by simply replacing the breakers.  The auditorium committee will look into the repairs and also into having a 220 outlet installed by the stage for live bands.
Klusmann asked about holding an auditorium cleanup day to get some deep cleaning done.  The council agrees it would be a great idea.  Klusmann will visit with the Betterment Committee to see if it would be something they would be interested in organizing. 
Police Committee

The quarterly judge and police reports were reviewed.  Young moved and Klusmann seconded to approve the judge and police reports as presented.  All in favor the motion carried.  
Old Business

Young moved and Klusmann seconded to approve the final special assessment list as presented by Davis.  All in favor the motion carried.
New Business
The council received a letter from a New Salem resident who would like to see the speakers on Main Ave taken down.  After discussion the council agreed that the sound system is a productive part of the community and most all the feedback received from the community has been positive.
