Attendance

Minutes

Klusmann moved and Fleckenstein seconded to approve the February 8th, 2016 city council minutes as presented, all voting aye, motion carried.
Hearing of Visitors
Diane Hoger attended the meeting with concerns about repairs to the bike/walking path.  A portion of the path was tore out by city workers to install a culvert.  Hoger wants to make sure that the same material is used to repair the bike path as what was previously there.  Fuchs will repair the path with black top and reseed the area when conditions are favorable.  Hoger also asked if the city employees could sweep the bike path in preparation for crack sealing.  Fuchs will sweep as soon as possible.  Hoger asked if city workers could also assist with clean up of the old skate rink by removing the railroad ties and some large rocks from the area.  Fuchs will assist in the cleanup.
Municipal Judge, Scott Austin approached the council to inform them that he has accepted a new position as security at the courthouse.  Austin wanted to make sure the council didn’t have any concerns about his new position creating any conflict of interest with his position as the municipal judge.  The council agreed that Austin knows the law well and he is a good fit for the municipal judge position. 
Street Committee

Schaaf moved and Kautzman seconded to seek bids for curb cuts of the SE corner of North 4th and Oak, the NW corner of North 6th and Cedar, and the SW corner of South Third and Birch.  Bids will be due by April 11th.  All in favor the motion carried.
Auditorium Committee
Davis informed the council that there has been some issues with the roof leaking by the chimney.  The council agreed that when the roof inspection is done this spring to have chimney flashing replaced.  Davis will contact Keith Hoesel construction.

The auditorium committee again discussed the possibility of doing a small addition to the east side of the auditorium to house all the table and chair racks.  The council agreed to get an estimate to see if the addition would even be feasible at this time.

Refinishing of the front steps was also discussed.  Fuchs will check into sandblasting and refinishing the concrete.  

Lastly, the council discussed the possibility of adding a convection oven to the kitchen.  The council feels there may be space issues and agreed they will need more information before making any decisions.   
Police Committee

The council reviewed the monthly police report.
Several council members and the mayor have received barking dog complaints.  Officer McClenahan stated to council members to encourage residents to contact the Morton County Sheriff’s Department non-emergency number to report their complaints.  The City of New Salem has an ordinance in place in regards to barking dogs that become a public nuisance and 

the owners may face a fine and possible impoundment of the dog.

Sanitation and Garbage Committee

The New Salem Betterment Committee informed the council that they will be discontinuing city wide cleanup in 2017 due to liability issues.  The Betterment Committee would like to see the city continue one Saturday each spring where residents of the city of New Salem can bring their items to the dump ground free of charge.
Building Committee

The council discussed the importance of permitting water main and waste water line tapping.  The city does require permits for all utilities and also requires all work be performed by a licensed plumber.
The council also discussed the importance of inspecting and taking pictures of streets prior to building projects and at the completion.  Fuchs agreed to complete these inspections.
Kautzman moved and Klusmann seconded to rescind the approval to build the Fitness Center on the NW corner of the school lot and approve the building to be constructed on the NE corner.  All in favor the motion carried.

Personnel Committee

Mayor Fitterer was contacted by Morton County Emergency Manager, Tom Doering.  Doering had concerns that New Salem Emergency Manager, John Young often isn’t in the New Salem area.  The council feels that Young has been doing a outstanding job putting together emergency plans.  The council agrees that no matter who is in the position there will never be any guarantees that the Emergency Manager will be local at the time of an emergency.  Fleckenstein will visit with Young to discuss his schedule and availability.
Fitterer suggested reevaluating the salary of Young, she feels a pay raise should be considered for the position of Emergency Manager.
Old Business

The council discussed City Government week April 4-8, 2016.  The council is hoping to serve lunch and put together a program for the elementary students.
New Business
Up for discussion was the continuation of the outstanding citizen award.  Klusmann was concerned that there hasn’t been many nominations over the last few months and wasn’t sure if the program was worth continuing.  The council agrees that it isn’t necessary to hand out the award every month; it may only be a couple times a year, depending on the number of nominations received.  

Fitterer asked Klusmann to spend some time making a list of any street lights that are burnt out and get the list to Kautzman to report to MDU.  
Fleckenstein moved and Kautzman seconded to approve the bills as presented with the exception of the Railroad Management Company III, Check #12776, all voting aye, motion carried.
