Attendance

Minutes

Schaaf moved and Klusmann seconded to approve the April 11th, 2016 city council minutes as presented, all voting aye, motion carried.
Hearing of Visitors
Scott Austin presented the board with the quarterly judge’s report and the federal guidelines for municipal courts for cities that are below a population of 1500.  The recommended salary is $172/month.  Young moved and Hoffmann seconded to increase Austin’s pay to $175/month.  All in favor the motion carried.

AE2S Representatives, Todd Norton and Laith Hintz, presented the council with the findings of the Capital Improvement Plan.  Hintz explained that pressure is limited by the elevation of the current reservoir, therefore pressure will not increase, but volume will increase with the recommended repairs.  The city has significant scale buildup making a once decent sized pipe significantly smaller therefore decreasing the amount of flow.  From a storage standpoint it was found that the current reservoir is generally sufficient and will continue to serve the city over the next 10-20 years without any significant growth.  The current loss rate is approximately 26% which is due to leaks and unmetered water loss; ideally water loss should be at 5-10%.  Fireflow was also discussed.  The ideal fireflow is greater than 1000gpm, New Salem ranges from 100-1900gpm, but 76% of our hydrants are below the recommended 1000gpm.  Replacing the old cast iron pipes and increasing the size of the mains will make it easier for the water to get through town, therefore significantly increasing fireflow throughout town.  AE2S also presented three repair options for the city to consider and the cost included replacing the service line up to the curb stop.  Norton suggested starting the funding process as soon as possible.  AE2S will begin the task order for the funding process and present it at the next meeting. 
Water and Sewer Committee
Hoffmann presented the idea of having the city blocks surveyed, but Norton informed the council that even with blocks surveyed the city cannot mark property corners.  The council agrees it would be a good idea to add to our city ordinances that before a building permit is issued that the landowner must get a survey by a registered land surveyor.  Norton will prepare a city block survey task order for next month.  

The council agreed to add our current $800 new connection fee to building permits.  The council also agreed to add to our ordinances that all water and sewer taps require a permit.
Fitterer suggested that when hydrants are flushed that Elm Crest be given as much notice as possible.
Schaaf moved and Klusmann seconded to approve the water bill adjustments as presented.  All in favor the motion carried.
Street Committee

No bids were received for the curb cut projects.  The council agreed to seek bids for the June meeting.
One bid was received for the David Brown tractor.  Kautzman moved and Fleckenstein seconded to reject the bid.  The council agreed to list the city’s tractor and street sweeper on bisman online.  Fuchs will list. 
Auditorium Committee
Davis brought concern from a renter that the auditorium wifi coverage is not sufficient.  The council agreed that the council room can be used by the renting party whenever necessary.
Hoffmann moved and Young seconded to approve a rent exemption for the Community Block Party sponsored by our local churches.  Fleckenstein, Schaaf, and Kautzman voted aye and Klusmann voted nay, the motion carried.
Margi Engleter reported issues with one of the basement refrigerators.  Hoffmann will call Dakota Refrigeration.

Klusmann had concerns about the replacement of the community bulletin board.  Fuchs will look into making an stand and awning for it to protect it from the outside elements.
Police Committee

The council reviewed the monthly police report and the quarterly judge’s report.
Personnel Committee

The personnel committee will be deciding on a gift for former auditorium custodian, Calvin Bauer.
Two applications were received for the custodian position.  The personnel committee will review them.
Ordinances
New Salem Park Board suggested making signs for the parks and school hill with rules and regulations.  The council feels it would be beneficial to post such signs.
Old Business

An emergency management call down list was discussed.  The council agrees that after the Emergency Director, it will go down to the fire chief, law enforcement, and then the mayor. 
New Business
Young moved and Hoffmann seconded to shut off the city cell phones due to non-use.  All in favor the motion carried.  

The city received a Community Foundation Grant in the amount of $33,865 for replacement of the hard wood floors.

Hoffmann moved and Young seconded to designate the New Salem Journal as the city’s official newspaper.  

Young moved and Fleckenstein seconded to amend the June 2014 minutes to state the Auditor wages as $750/pay cycle during training and $800/pay cycle after training. All voting aye, the motion carried.

Fleckenstein moved and Kautzman seconded to approve the bills as presented, all voting aye, motion carried.
