Attendance

Minutes

Klusmann moved and Goetzfridt seconded to approve the September 12th and September 26th city council minutes, all voting aye, motion carried.
Water & Sewer Committee

McClenahan attended the meeting to discuss with the council an issue that arose on her property last month.  Mcclenahan stated that Innovated Basements Systems was performing work at her house on September 12th when they hit a water line running through the concrete floor of her basement.  It was discovered that the line hit was actually a service line for a neighboring property.  McClenahan stated she would like if the City would remove the service line from her property next spring.  Davis stated that according to our ordinances the city is responsible for service lines up to the curb stop, and that this line would be city responsibility.  The council was in agreement to have Fuchs get in touch with Clay’s Plumbing and see what it will take to have the line capped off and a new service line run to the neighboring property.

Cody Stern with Any leaks presented to the council Gerard roofing.  Gerard offers a lifetime warranty and does not prorate the first 50 years.  It is a 26 gauge asphalt coated metal tile; This is a class 4 shingle.  It is wind rated to 120mph, with 2 ½” hail rating.  Stern stated it would take 5 full business days to complete the job.  The council thanked Cody for his interested in the roofing project.
Todd Norton informed the council that a meeting with the USDA was held to discuss the water line replacement project the city is planning to start in 2017.  The USDA is not exactly sure how many dollars will be available for grant money at this time, but the city could qualify for a grant up to 45% through the USDA, based on the city’s income level.  The USDA advised for AE2S to complete the preliminary engineering report for the replacement of water lines for the entire city.  This way if bids come in low or more grant dollars are received we will be prepared to complete additional phases of the project.  The USDA also recommends if the city is considering having the sewers replaced during the project that we complete a camera inspection of the lines.  Norton stated current loan rates for USDA loans are at 1 7/8%.  AE2S also intends on submitting the drinking water SRF ranking questionnaire to the State Health Department.  This basically puts the city on a list for interest of applying for a loan through them.  Young mentioned applying for a grant from the water commission, but Norton stated that the State Water Commission has $230 million dollars in requests for approximately $20 million worth of funds.  Norton feels the best opportunity for grant money will be through the USDA.  The Council will also have to make the decision of how the loan will be paid back, whether through special assessments or through water bill rate increases, the USDA tends to prefer a rate increase vs. special assessments, the council will also need to decide if they will only do water line replacement or water and sewer.  A public hearing will be held at a later date to discuss this with the community.  Kautzman moved and Gaebe seconded to allow AE2S to complete the USDA pre-application grant process and to collect pricing for completing sewer line camera inspection.  All voting aye, the motion carried.
Street Committee
Kautzman informed the council that he has been in contact with Mor-Gran-Sou and MDU in regards to the three security lights by Golden West, Rud’s, and Cenex.  Kautzman suggests contacting the League of Cities Attorney to discuss our options of having MDU service the area since it is annexed into the city limits or continuing to have Mor-Gran-Sou provide the service.  Davis will contact the attorney.  
Police Committee

The council reviewed the police and judge’s report.
Sanitation and Garbage Committee

Young stated there was concern brought to her by a resident about being charged $5 at the dump ground to dispose of one garbage bag of trash.  The council was in agreement that the fee schedule was updated in 2015 and the authority to charge the fees was given to the dump ground attendant, Jim Frohlich.  Davis stated that this is not a profitable business, it can cost upwards of $400-$500 to dispose of the items in the rolloff and on average the attendant is collecting $200-$300 per rolloff.  The council also agreed that any trash that can be collected by Cofer Sanitation should be left for garbage service at the alley and not be taken to the dump ground.  
Insurance Committee
Davis presented the rates for Data Breach Insurance, the council was in agreement not to seek coverage at this time. 
The council reviewed the schedule of property with ND Fire and Tornado.  Davis is in the process of getting  coverage for the generator and lift station.  The only piece of property the council was aware of that was not currently covered was the north siren.  Davis will include that in the application process. 
New Business
Young moved and Schaaf seconded to approve the pledge of securities, all in favor the motion carried.

Kautzman moved and Gaebe seconded to approve the 2016 Special Assessments presented by Davis.  All voting aye, the motion carried.

Young moved and Kautzman seconded to approve a liquor license transfer on 10/28/16 from The Field to the Auditorium.  All voting aye, motion carried.
Young moved and Goetzfridt seconded to approve the bills as presented.  All in favor, the motion carried.
