Minutes

Gaebe moved and Kautzman seconded to approve the October 11th city council minutes, all voting aye, motion carried.
Hearing of Visitors

City Engineer, Todd Norton, updated the council on the progress of the grant application with the USDA to camera the sewer lines.  Norton discussed that a portion of the sewer lines were completed in 2013.  The results of those inspections showed clay pipe that was sagging, cracked circumferentially and horizontally.  It was his recommendation that the city pursue replacing both the water and sewer mains when the project gets underway.

Scott Austin discussed with the council a conflict of interested with his position as the city municipal judge and his position with the Morton County Sheriff’s Department.  After some discussion, Austin resigned from his position as municipal judge with the city of New Salem.  The council accepted Austin’s resignation and was in agreement to dissolve the position of the municipal judge within the city and allow the county to take over at the district level.
The council received three bids for the auditorium roofing project.  After much discussion the council agreed to table the topic until more information was gathered.  Kautzman and Gaebe will contact the bidders to get additional information for the next meeting. 
Water & Sewer Committee

Fuchs updated the council on the East Cedar Avenue water line project, last month it was discovered that the service line for the house at 110 E Cedar Avenue was running through a neighboring property owner’s basement.  The council agreed to remove that line during the spring/summer of 2017.  It was Fuchs suggestion that the council consider putting in a 6’ main instead of just a service line in preparation for future expansion of the city.  Fuchs stated that he is still waiting for a bid on the project.
Police Committee

The council reviewed the monthly police report.
Building Committee

The Planning and Zoning committee has asked the council to seek some additional members for the P&Z committee.  There were several recommendations discussed, the council agreed to talk with some of the recommended individuals and see if they would be interested in serving on the committee.
Insurance Committee
Davis discussed with the council the addition of equipment breakdown coverage to our insurance policy.  Gaebe moved and Schaaf seconded to purchase equipment breakdown coverage for the city.  All in favor the motion carried.
New Business
Young moved and Gaebe seconded to approve gaming permit applications for Elm Crest, Central Morton Sportsman’s, and the Lions Club.  All voting aye, motion carried.
Gaebe moved and Goetzfridt seconded to approve the bills as presented.  All in favor, the motion carried.
