Attendance

Minutes

Schaaf moved and Gaebe seconded to approve the December 12th city council minutes with the stated corrections, all voting aye, motion carried.
Hearing of Visitors

The council discussed several snow removal options for the city.  Kautzman stated that City Works Superintendant, Fuchs, is comfortable with the current snow situation, but would like to have a plan in place if another significant snowfall would take place.  Klusmann moved and Young seconded to hire Rock Solid Express to do snow removal in the city.  The vote was 4-2 against; the motion failed.  The council was in agreement that snow will continue to be pushed back on the boulevards to widen streets and that residents should not be concerned with keeping sidewalks open this winter.  The street committee plans to meet with Fuchs to further discuss snow removal options.
Kunz offered to allow the city to haul snow to his property if they would deem it necessary to remove snow from town.  
Water & Sewer Committee

Current water rates were reviewed.  Davis informed the council of the year-end financial reports of the water fund.  The council was in agreement that the current water rates are keeping up with expenses, but would be reviewed again if the city receives a rate increase from Missouri West Water.
Street Committee

Fitterer informed the council that the fence panel belonging to Brandon Becker would need to be looked at in the spring when snow melts.

Kautzman moved and Schaaf seconded to approve a resolution to use emergency funds to pay for snow removal.  All in favor the motion passed.
The council also discussed whether or not an automated call system would be useful for informing residents of snow removal plans, water outages, hydrant flushing, etc.  Davis will check into automated call options for the next meeting.

Concerns about the 5th Street railroad crossing were also brought up.  Davis informed the council that she has placed 3 calls to BNSF requesting the crossing be cleaned and they asked the community be patient as they are cleaning crossings throughout the entire state of North Dakota.
Auditorium Committee

Gaebe updated the council on the bid from Dan Kroh for the roofing project.  Gaebe stated that Kroh verbally quoted him a change order rate of $24/hour, but no written quote was received.  The council agreed we need to get a contract in place with Dan Kroh Construction.  Fitterer requested that Kroh attend the next meeting.
Davis presented two rent reduction requests.  Young moved and Gaebe seconded to approve a 50% rent reduction for NSA School for a dance on January 21st.  All in favor, motion carried.

Gaebe moved and Young seconded to approve a rent reduction for Mark Guenther for $15/day.  All in favor the motion carried.
Young moved and Klusmann seconded to purchase a floor machine from Janitorial Equipment Supply for use at the City Auditorium.  All in favor the motion carried.
Police Committee

The council reviewed the monthly police report.
Young moved and Kautzman seconded to approve the 2017 policing agreement between the Morton County Sheriff’s Office and the City of New Salem.  All in favor the motion carried.

Sanitation and Garbage Committee

Frohlich informed the council that in 2016 the transfer station collected approximately $4800 in revenue but spent over $7900 in disposal fees.  Frohlich suggested the city discontinue allowing free city wide cleanup days.  It was stated that the New Salem Betterment Committee decided last year, due to liability concerns, that they would no longer be doing the city wide cleanup days.  Fitterer stated that the program has gotten out of hand and has been abused by some but suggests that the council consider offering a week in May or June where the transfer station will be open longer hours to make disposal more convenient for those who work out of town or long hours.  Gaebe moved and Young seconded that the city would no longer have a free city wide cleanup day.  All in favor the motion carried.
Personnel Committee
Gaebe moved and Goetzfridt seconded to approve a 3% pay raise for hourly city employees and auditor retroactive to January 1st.  All in favor the motion carried.
Ordinances
Kautzman moved and Young seconded to approve the second reading and final passage of ordinance 2016-1, abolishing the municipal judgeship in the city of New Salem and establishing a court service agreement with South Central District Court.  All in favor the motion carried.

Gaebe moved and Schaaf seconded to approve the pledge of securities from Security First Bank.  All in favor the motion carried.

Schaaf moved and Klusmann seconded to approve the bills as presented.  All in favor, the motion carried.
