Mayor Fitterer called the meeting to order at 5:30pm.

Minutes

Kautzman moved and Gaebe seconded to approve the March 13th city council minutes as presented, all voting aye, motion carried.
Board of Equalization
Mayor Fitterer called the Board of Equalization Meeting to order at 5:30pm.  City Assessor, Linda Morris handed out the 2017 annual report for the City of New Salem.  The 2017 assessment for the City of New Salem was presented at $52,137,800 this is an increase of 7.4% from 2016.  Agricultural land value increase will be an average of 5% throughout Morton County and will be assessed at the County Board of Equalization.  Morris presented the council with a tax exemption for Keith Hoesel.  Kautzman moved and Schaaf seconded to approve a 5 year remodel exemption for Keith Hoesel.  All in favor the motion carried.  Goetzfridt moved and Kautzman seconded to approve the 2017 Tax Valuation.  All in favor the motion carried.

Hearing of Visitors

Kautzman moved and Goetzfridt seconded to approve a liquor license for Barbara Chase, De Udder Bar II.  All in favor the motion carried.

Water and Sewer Committee

Gaebe moved and Goetzfridt seconded to draft a resolution for putting an additional 1% city sales tax on the ballot to amend the home rule charter.  All in favor the motion carried.

Fuchs updated the council on the progress of the water main project on First and Cedar.  The new line will be bored in and a hydrant will also be placed at the end of Cedar.  Fuchs has contacted the county about the project.
Street Committee

Brandon Becker contacted the city about a fence panel that he was concerned was damaged from snow being pushed up against it this winter.  The street committee and several council members took a look at the fence and they were in agreement that if there was damage it was not to the extent of needing to be replaced.  The council was also in agreement that the panel was placed in the public right of way, therefore the panel would ne be replaced and or cost would not be reimbursed.
The council discussed several parking concerns by Tellmann’s Market.  The council plans to request the concerned parties to attend the next city council meeting.

Council Member Young entered the meeting at 5:55pm.

Fuchs discussed with the council that the street will need to be repaired by the Fitness Center due to the new water and sewer connections.  The council asked Davis to contact the Fitness Center Committee and find out when they plan to do the repair.

Auditorium Committee

The council would like to do further research on the functionality of the kitchen oven hood fans.  Young will contact former council member Gary Hoffmann to gather more information about the installation for the next meeting.

Young discussed concerns with the balcony not being up to code.  Davis will seek advice from the attorney as to the best way to close the balconies and also discuss the liabilities of the city and renting parties.  Kautzman and Gaebe will look into options for getting the balcony up to code.

Young moved and Gaebe seconded to paint over the mural in the basement of the auditorium.  All voting aye the motion carried.

Fitterer informed the council that the roofing contract with Dale Hoger has been signed.  The work is scheduled to be completed by July 10th, 2017 
Police Committee

The council reviewed the February and March police reports.  The council was in agreement that they would like to see more police presence in the City of New Salem.  Fitterer plans to discuss their concerns with Morton County Sheriff, Kyle Kirchmeier.
Sanitation and Garbage Committee

The city plans to offer extended hours at the transfer station the week of May 15-20 for city wide cleanup.
Building Committee
Davis presented a plat of Outlet E, for Rud Corporation.  The council asked Davis to request a representative of Rud Corporation to present their plat and intentions to the P&Z Committee on April 17th.

New Business

Todd Norton, City Engineer, informed the council that televising of the sewer lines is complete.  

Volunteers were requested by NSA School for an Arbor/Earth Day project at the Elementary School.  Kautzman will see if he can work it into his schedule.

Several members of the Betterment Committee presented their concerns about the discontinuation a free city wide cleanup.  The council was in agreement to discuss with Jim Frohlich, the transfer station attendant about possibly doing a reduced rate for the week of May 15-20, 2017.  

Gaebe moved and Young seconded to approve the pledge of securities.  All in favor the motion carried.

Kautzman moved and Young seconded to approve the Limited English Proficiency Language Access Plan.  All voting aye the motion carried.

Young moved and Gaebe seconded to approve the liquor license transfer from Rud’s to the Fairgrounds for ND Country Fest/Mideval Rush.  All voting aye the motion carried.
