Mayor Fitterer called the meeting to order at 6:30pm.
Attendance

Minutes

Gaebe moved and Young seconded to approve the April 10th city council minutes as presented, all voting aye, motion carried.
Hearing of Visitors

Council Member, Goetzfridt entered the meeting at 6:35pm

Schafer and Tellmann both attended the meeting to discuss parking issues on North Sixth Street.  Schafer and Tellmann have spoken and Schafer has offered 3-4 spaces for Tellmann’s employees to park by the pharmacy.  Tellmann still had concerns about where his employees are currently parking in the county right of way and city alley.  Fitterer will contact County Engineer, Michael Aubol to get an opinion on the parking concerns.  Kautzman moved and Gaebe seconded to put up 30 minute parking signs by the driveway to the south of the pharmacy, by their empty lot.  All in favor the motion carried.
Auditorium Committee

Young discussed the kitchen exhaust fans with former council member, Gary Hoffmann.  Hoffmann stated that the overhead fans were not wired in because commercial fans were installed; therefore they felt was no longer a need for the range fan.  Gaebe moved and Kautzman seconded to have the fan wired by Braun Electric.  All in favor the motion carried.  
Davis informed the council that the balcony has been officially locked and no public access will be allowed.  Kautzman and Gaebe will continue to look into options for getting the balcony up to code.

Davis also discussed with the council some brick and mortar concerns brought to her by roof contractor, Dale Hoger.  Building Inspector, Mark Meyer, stated he has a contact he would recommend for the brick work.  Gaebe will follow up with the contact to get the work completed.

Kautzman moved and Young seconded to allow the Committee of Willing Souls to use the auditorium for free on June 25th for the Community Block Party.

Kautzman moved and Schaaf seconded to add roof cleats for the roofing job.  All in favor the motion carried.  Kautzman stated that the materials have been ordered and the total was approximately $48,000 for the materials.
Police Committee

The council reviewed the April police reports.  The council was in agreement that they have been pleased to see more police presence in the City of New Salem over the last month.  Concerns were discussed about the stop signs on 8th and Elm not being obeyed and possibly because the stop sign is not visible enough.  The council also discussed concerns about truck route signs being too far down the streets and not being visible before trucks turn.  Kautzman will discuss the two concerns with City Works Superintendant, Dane Fuchs, and come up with a plan to address the issues.
Sanitation and Garbage Committee

The city plans to offer extended hours at the transfer station the week of May 15th-20th from Noon-8pm.  After a lengthy discussion Young moved and Goetzfridt seconded to allow miscellaneous trash and carpet to be disposed of for free the week of May 15-20, Young, Goetzfridt, and Klusmann voted yay and Schaaf, Gaebe, and Kautzman voted nay.  Fitterer voted nay, motion failed.
Building Committee
Planning and Zoning member, Gaebe, recommended to the council the approval of Outlet E.  Young moved and Goetzfridt seconded to approve the plat, all in favor the motion carried.  Davis will contact City Engineer, Todd Norton, for approval.
Old Business

Schaaf moved and Goetzfridt seconded to pay the Community Fitness Center a lump sum donation of $8,000 instead of a $2,000 donation over the next 4 years.  All in favor the motion carried.
New Business

Davis informed the council that the city received a grant in the amount of $19,387.00 from the Community Foundation for the floor replacement.
Young moved and Gaebe seconded to approve the presented Motion for Proposal of Amendment to Home Rule Charter to allow a proposed amendment to be framed and submitted for adoption to the qualified electors of the city to increase the sales and use tax from one percent to two percent.  All in favor the motion carried.
Klusman stated that she has noticed several curbs in town that are in need of repair.  Kautzman will put together a repair list for the next council meeting.

Young moved and Goetzridt seconded to designate the New Salem Journal as the official newspaper for the City of New Salem.  All in favor the motion carried.
