Mayor Fitterer called the meeting to order at 6:30pm.
Attendance

Minutes

Schaaf moved and Kautzman seconded to approve the May 8th city council minutes as presented, all voting aye, motion carried.
Hearing of Visitors
Todd Norton presented the findings from the televising of the sewer lines by Hydro Klean.  Nearly every sewer line in town had fractures, protruding taps, roots, and encrustations.  At the current time our sewer hasn’t been causing many problems.  Norton presented 2017 project costs for water only at $10,350,000, for water and streets the project would run approximately $19,418,000, and the third option of water/sewer/streets comes in at $23,038,000.  Norton recommends not replacing the streets if we aren’t going to replace the sewer.  The council is in agreement that several public meetings should be held to inform the community of the situation and the future project.  The council would like as much community feedback as possible at the public meetings.  Also decisions will need to be made as to how the project will be paid for, if by special assessments, monthly utility bill adder, or city sales tax increase.  Kautzman moved and Gaebe seconded to hold our first public informational meeting on July 10th at 6pm.  All in favor the motion carried.        
Water & Sewer Committee

Fuchs stated that the lift station is in need of some repairs and he has scheduled the repairs for the week of June 19th.  Kautzman moved and Schaaf seconded to go ahead with the repairs.  All in favor the motion carried.

Davis informed the council that a programming error on the water meter at North Park resulted in a billing error on the NS park water bill.  Gaebe moved and Goetzfridt seconded to approve a water adjustment in the amount of $660.28 for the NS Park Board.

Water use was discussed and Fuchs stated that currently New Salem has been able to keep up with the demand.  The council was in agreement that no restrictions are needed at the current time, but they would like to encourage residents to conserve water if at all possible.  If water use restrictions are put in place the city works department will put signs up around town.
Street Committee

Kautzman met with Morton County Engineer, Mike Aubol in regards to parking on the county right of way by Tellmann’s market.  Aubol stated that the county right of way is county property; therefore it should not be parked on.  Kautzman stated that the employees at Tellmann’s have worked out parking with a neighboring property owner.

Kautzman stated he is still working on a curb repair list.
Auditorium Committee

Davis discussed the kitchen exhaust fan and was concerned that having it wired in was an unnecessary expense since a commercial fan is already installed in the kitchen.  The council was in agreement to simply label the switch for the commercial fan and not spend the extra money to wire in the hood fan.  
Kautzman stated the auditorium committee is still working on a possible solution for the balcony railing.
Fuchs informed the council that the trees surrounding the auditorium are all diseased and will eventually die.  Fuchs has been treating the trees for about 15 years but several are starting to show signs of disease.  Fuchs recommends replacing a few trees each year.  The council was in agreement to allow the city works department to start replacing the trees as they see fit.
Schaaf moved and Kautzman seconded to pay Countryside Construction half of the payment for the roof installation.  All in favor the motion carried.  Davis stated that with the addition of the snow cleats the installation may take a couple more days and would also have an additional cost.

Davis discussed with the council that a bill was received from the American Legion for repairs to the lighting on the memorial.  Klusmann moved and Kautzman seconded to have the Legion pay for the repair.  Klusmann, Kautzman, Gaebe, Geotzfridt voted yay, Schaaf voted nay, the motion carried.
Police Committee

The council reviewed the May police report.
The council again discussed concerns about truck route signs being too far down the streets and not being visible before trucks turn.  Kautzman will discuss new signage with City Works Superintendant, Dane Fuchs.
Kautzman stated a new stop sign was put up on the corner of Sixth and Ash.

Sanitation and Garbage Committee

Gaebe moved and Schaaf seconded to purchase a propane heater from Jim Frohlich for $50 for use at the transfer station.  All in favor the motion carried.

Concerns were also discussed about the screen door on the transfer station booth.  Frohlich stated the door would need to be replaced in the near future, but it was not an urgent matter.
Board of Health

Klusmann brought concerns about unkept property to the council.  Klusmann said there are just a couple residents who have not mowed their grass at all this year.  The consensus was to issue a letter to the residents giving them 10 days to mow their property or the city will mow and assess the bill to their property.  Fitterer said that several people in town have discussed with her unsightly or unkept properties in town.  Fitterer stated that the council is not a policing agency, but they will address concerns when they are brought in front of the council at a meeting.  
Building Committee
Planning and Zoning member, Gaebe, recommended to the council the approval of a zoning change for Rud Corporation, Outlot E.  A tract of land lying in the East Half of the Northwest Quarter of Section 16, Township 139 North, Range 85 West of the Fifth Principal Meridian, City of New Salem, Morton County, North Dakota.  Located West and North of 1310 N 8th Street, New Salem, North Dakota.  The zoning will change from agricultural to commercial-3 with the passing of the request.  Kautzman moved and Klusmann seconded to approve the zoning change request and schedule a public hearing for July 10th at 7pm in conjunction with the regular city council meeting.
Personnel Committee
Frohlich gave his resignation to the council and turned in his keys.  Fitterer suggested Davis talk with city works employee, Andy Brunen about covering the shifts for the transfer station until a replacement is found.  Fitterer stated she would also be willing to cover shifts at the transfer station as needed.  Frohlich suggested the personnel committee write a job description for the position.  
Old Business

Klusmann moved and Goetzfridt seconded to approve the Court Service Contract.  All in favor the motion carried.
New Business

Klusmann asked about the flower pots that were once outside the front doors of the auditorium.  The pots were damaged this last winter and Betterment Committee would like the city to replace them.  Keuther stated that similar pots cost $1500 each.  Gaebe and Fitterer plan to check into different replacement options and report back to the council next month.
Consent Agenda
Gaebe moved and Klusmann seconded to approve the Gaming Site Authorizations for the NS Civic Club at De Udder Bar II and for ND FFA Alumni Association at Northland Insurance Agency.  All in favor the motion carried.

Goetzfridt moved and Kautzman seconded to approve the bills as presented.  All in favor, the motion carried.
