Mayor Fitterer called the meeting to order at 6:30pm.
Attendance

Minutes

Kautzman moved and Schaaf seconded to approve the July 10th city council minutes as presented, all voting aye, motion carried.
Hearing of Visitors

Vicki Schultz was nominated for the Outstanding Citizen Award, but was unable to attend the meeting.
Water & Sewer Committee

The council agreed to have another Informational Public Meeting about the water/sewer/street project on Monday, September 11th at 7pm in the New Salem City Auditorium Gymnastium.  The public is encouraged to attend.  
Mayor Fitterer shared a letter from New Salem Resident Robert Schwagler, Schwagler encouraged multiple repayment options, such as water bill adder, sales tax increase, and possible special assessments for the pending water/sewer/street project.  

Street Committee

No bids were received for the curb repair projects.  Kautzman suggested requesting bids again in the winter.
Davis presented a sample of a municipal parking ticket, they can be customized to fit our community needs.  Kautzman suggested the police committee work with Officer Engelstad to customize the citations to our needs.
Auditorium Committee

The council received 2 bids for the auditorium floor replacement.  Gambles bid the materials at $44,064, along with labor by Bowman construction at 73,500.00, and the finishing of the floor by Diamond Hardwood for $17,500, for a total of $135,064.  Keller Hardwood bid the labor and finishing at $40,720.  The auditorium committee will follow up with Gambles and Keller Hardwood and bring additional information to the next meeting.
Fitterer also suggested replacing the ceiling tiles due to the existing ones having water staining from the leaking roof.  The council was in agreement to raise funds at a later date for additional auditorium repairs.

A letter from Margi Engelter was presented with concerns about the basement refrigerators needing to be on separate breakers.  Fuchs believes the two refrigerators are on separate breakers but will follow up with the council next month.
Police Committee

The council reviewed the July police report.
Davis informed the council that the Court Service Agreement with Morton County has been completed.  The agreement allows all municipal violations to be escalated to the district court if necessary.

Board of Health

Young moved to have the attorney draft a letter to send to residents that need to clean their yards up.  The motion died for a lack of a second.  Goetzfridt would like to research the ordinances and possibly discuss it again next month.
Building Committee
Young stated concerns about the size of a shop that is being built by Allyn Lennie on north 8th Street.  Young strongly feels the planning and zoning committee needs to update the building ordinances to avoid such large buildings being built inside city limits.  Gaebe stated the p&z committee has been working on updating their ordinances for quite some time.
Personnel Committee
The council discussed Dane Fuchs retirement in 2-3 years.  Fuchs stated that a new hire would need about 1 year of training prior to his retirement.  Fuchs also recommended having the personal committee discuss the position with city employee Andy Brunen.
Ordinances

Davis presented the council with information about Compassion Care Centers (medical marijuana growing and processing facilities and dispensaries).  The ND Department of Health will begin receiving competitive proposals for compassions care centers in late August.  Davis feels it is extremely important that the City and the Planning and Zoning Committee prepare standards for Compassion Centers that may seek to locate in the City of New Salem or our extraterritorial jurisdiction.  Fitterer recommends the planning and zoning committee take a look at the recommended standards at their next meeting.

Old Business

The council discussed if the burn ban could be lifted with the recent rains.  Young moved and Schaaf seconded that we keep the current burn ban in place along with Morton County.  All in favor the motion carried.

New Business

Kautzman moved and Goetzfridt seconded to approve the preliminary budget.  All in favor the motion carried.
Consent Agenda
Kautzman moved and Young seconded to approve the gaming permit for St. Pius Church.  All in favor the motion carried.

Young moved and Gaebe seconded to approve the bills as presented.  All in favor, the motion carried.
