Mayor Fitterer called the meeting to order at 6:30pm.
Attendance

Council Mayor:  Lynette Fitterer.

Minutes

Young moved Gaebe seconded to approve the September 11th city council minutes and the September 11th special meeting minutes as presented, all voting aye, motion carried.
Hearing of Visitors

Marvin Schulz attended the meeting to discuss some water concerns he is having.  Schulz stated when he built his house it sat very low and the water shut off stuck out above the lawn and it was bent.  Schulz stated he asked the city to fix the shut off before he raised his house up many years ago, but it was never fixed and is now covered with several feet of dirt.  Schulz stated that he has a water leak and would like to shut the water off at the city shut off to see if it is seeping through there, but Schulz feels there is no way to shut it off.  Fitterer feels the curb stop needs to be repaired, but Schulz would like to know who will be paying for it.  Fitterer asked city engineer, Todd Norton if he had any advice to share.  Norton stated that city ordinances should state whose responsibility the curb stop is.  Davis confirmed that city ordinances state that the curb stop is homeowner responsibility.  Schulz also stated that the curb stop is set about 15 feet back from the curb and 15 feet to the side of his driveway and he would like it moved out by the curb.  Fitterer suggests the street committee talk to Dane to see what it would take to move the curb stop and we will revisit the issue next month.    
Water & Sewer Committee

Fitterer discussed the survey results from the September 11th special meeting held in regards to the pending water, sewer, and street project.  The results revealed an overwhelming support to the pending project.  Three surveys recommended do nothing, two surveys suggested replacing the water lines only, one survey suggested doing the water and streets, and 30 surveys stated to do the entire project including water, sewer, and streets.  After much discussion, Young motioned and Goetzfridt seconded to proceed with the project of repairing the water, sewer, and streets as proposed by our city engineer.  All in favor the motion carried.  The council proceeded to discuss funding options for the project.  Young moved and Goetzfridt seconded to use grants, sales tax dollars, and a water bill adder to fund the first year of the proposed project.  All voting aye the motion carried.  Norton stated that the next steps will be finding out from Rural Development if we are still eligible for a grant and deciding when the project will start.      
Street Committee

The council reviewed a maintenance and nonencroachment agreement from the NDDOT to chip seal a section of county road 139 (old 10) and south on First Street in the City of New Salem.  Gaebe moved and Kautzman seconded to approve the maintenance and nonencroachment agreement from the NDDOT.  All voting aye the motion carried.
The council would like to encourage all residents to remove boats and campers from the city streets as soon as possible or they may be ticketed for overtime parking.  The City of New Salem has a 48 hour parking limit on city streets.  Beginning in October the parking ordinance will be enforced on all vehicles including recreational vehicles.
The council discussed some concrete that was poured partially in public right of way.  Fitterer has concerns that if it snows and a vehicle drives down the alley the concrete could potentially damage a vehicle.  Fitterer plans to talk with City Works Superintendant, Dane Fuchs, to see if he could remove at least the pieces in the alley way.

Schaaf stated that the Fitness Center/School has yet to repair the street from the installation of their new water and sewer connection.  Davis stated that the building inspector issued a certificate of occupancy with the condition that the street must be repaired by September 15th, 2017 or the city would repair the street and bill or assess the cost to repair to them.  Although, Davis stated that the council was in agreement that the city would no longer do street repairs and charge the owners after the situation that arose from the 2015 Elm Crest addition.  Kautzman stated that from his understanding the Fitness Center Committee/School has asked Fuchs for some parameters on the repairs but Fuchs will not give them an answer.  Kautzman also stated that the Fitness Center/School has had issues with companies being able to get blacktop.  Gaebe moved and Schaaf seconded to have Fuchs repair the street and charge the school for man hours and materials.  Gaebe, Schaaf, Klusmann, Goetzfridt, and Young voted aye, Kautzman voted nay, the motion carries.     
Auditorium Committee

Kautzman stated that the materials, for the auditorium floor replacement, have been ordered through Gambles.  Davis informed the council that the auditorium will be closed the months of March and April for the replacement.
Kautzman and Gaebe have been looking into replacing the ceiling tiles prior to the floor replacement, but stated the ceiling tiles would cost as much as the roof replacement.  Kautzman and Gaebe recommended having the current tiles primed with Kilz and painted before the floor replacement.  The council was in agreement.
Police Committee

The council reviewed the September police report.
Klusmann discussed a seminar she attended called “Justice and the Prison System” and the importance of positive police presence in the community.  Fitterer thanked Klusmann for sharing the information.
Board of Health

The council again discussed nuisance abatements in the City of New Salem and would like to draft a letter to all residents encouraging them to clean up their yards and take pride in their community.  Fitterer suggests sending letters out in the spring.
Concerns were brought to the council about people living in a camper in a backyard on North 8th Street.  Kautzman stated that our ordinances do not allow for people to live in campers in R-1 zone. Campers have to be located in R-5 zone, such as Neidhardt Trailer court.  Fitterer plans to talk with the police and encourage them to ticket the people living in the camper.  Violations of zoning ordinances are punishable by a fine not to exceed $500/day.
Personnel Committee
Young stated that the city has hired Tyler Haff to assist at the New Salem Transfer Station.
New Business

Fitterer stated that the Renaissance Zone Committee met last week and approved a renaissance zone application for the property of Delores Klusmann at 112 N 2nd Street.  Fitterer recommends the council review the application and also approve the project.  After review, Kautzman moved and Schaaf seconded to approve the renaissance zone project application from Delores Klusmann.  All voting aye the motion carried.
Davis presented the council will a list of outstanding water bills from the city and garbage bills from Cofer Sanitation.  Davis recommends special assessing any that still remain unpaid come October 31st.  Gaebe moved and Goetzfridt seconded to approve the special assessments, all voting aye the motion carried.
