Mayor Fitterer called the meeting to order at 6:30pm.
Attendance

Minutes

Kautzman moved and Gaebe seconded to approve the January 8th, 2018 city council minutes as presented, all voting aye, motion carried.
Water & Sewer Committee

Norton updated the council in regards to the water/sewer/street project.    Norton stated that a new grant policy has been put in place only allowing for a 12’ street restoration for each utility replaced.  Any additional street replacement and the city would be responsible for the cost.  Norton also explained that the money allocated is now based off the engineer’s final estimate plus 10% contingency and any grant money not used goes back to the USDA.  Along with the USDA RD grant we are required to get a USDA RD loan, but the city would still have the option of refinancing the loan at a later date if they would so choose.
Also, Norton stated that the 45% grant amount is not locked down yet.  Norton stated they will be adding another alternative into the preliminary engineering report to include, water, sewer, and trench repair.  At the current time since the national government is working off of a continuing resolution budget RD does not have any available funds for any projects and until a long term budget bill is passed they will not have any money available, which puts the whole project up in the air.  Norton stated that the engineering fees thus far are approximately $100,000 with approximately an additional $100,000 in engineering fees in the next month or so.  The council agreed to reach out to our congressmen before making any further decisions on the project.  If the council does decide to move ahead with the project we will need to get interim financing set up until the RD loan can take over.  Currently AE2S is checking to see if we would qualify for a program through rural water finance.
Norton informed the council that the railroad crossing permit for boring under the railroad was denied due to the proximity of the railroad crossing, the switch, and the locking dock.  Norton said there are a few other alternative locations that may work, but he has requested a meeting with the railroad.
Davis informed the council of a water rate increase of $0.17/1000gallons from Missouri West Water.  Schaaf moved and Goetzfridt seconded to increase our current rate of $6.19/1000 gallons to $6.36/1000 gallons.  All voting aye, the motion carried. 
Street Committee

Gaebe moved and Schaaf seconded to delay any further curb cut projects until we see how many streets/curbs are affected by the water/sewer/street project.  All in favor the motion carried. 
Auditorium Committee

The city council is seeking community volunteers to assist in the removal of the old hardwood floor of the auditorium gym in preparation for the new flooring.  February 23rd and 24th from 8am-5pm have been set aside for work days.

The council was in agreement to apply for a grant through the New Salem Community Foundation for an addition of a storage room to house all the table and chair racks.  Kautzman and Goetzfridt will work on getting some cost numbers for the application. 
Police Committee

The council reviewed the January 2018 police report.
Ordinances
Kautzman moved and Goetzfridt seconded to approve the first reading of Ordinance No. 2018-01; an ordinance to amend and re-enact section 33, of chapter 6 of the revised ordinances of the City of New Salem relating to prohibition of medical marijuana compassion centers.  All in favor the motion carried.
Old Business

Schaaf moved and Gaebe seconded to approve the Resolution 2018-01, a resolution for annexation of a tract of land platted as Outlot E to the City of New Salem, Morton County, North Dakota.  All voting aye, the motion carried.  A public hearing will be held April 2nd, 2018 at 6:30pm to hear and determine the sufficiency of any written protest against the proposed annexation.
New Business

Gaebe moved and Goetzfridt seconded to approve the 2017 financial statement as presented.  All in favor the motion carried.

Kautzman moved and Schaaf seconded to move the March regular meeting to March 5th, 2018 at 6:30pm and the April regular meeting to April 2nd, 2018 at 6:30pm.  All in favor the motion carried.
