REGULAR MEETING

These minutes are being published subject to review and revision by the New Salem City Council.
Fitterer called the meeting to order at 6:30pm.
Attendance

Council Mayor:  Lynette Fitterer.

Minutes

Itrich moved and Gaebe seconded to approve the December 9th, city council minutes with the noted changes, all voting aye, motion carried.
Water & Sewer Committee

1. Install new watermain along Pine Avenue from 6th Street SW to 8th Street SW.  This portion of construction was designated as part of Priority 3 in the Preliminary Engineering report. If completed, this improvement would create an updated pipe loop within the City’s distribution system to enhance the fire flows for the southwest section of the City. Estimated Project Cost of additional project add-on is $226,878 (See Attached Cost Estimate).

2. Purchase a new computer and printer.  This computer and printer would replace the City’s current computer and printer which is approximately 5 years old.  This computer is used for utility billings. Quoted Cost is $1,632.00 (See attached quote)

3. Install automatic door opener/closures on the City building. The openers/closures would be installed on the two main public entrances. Total quoted price is $5,148.00 (See attached quotes)

4. Purchase a utility line tracer/locator.  The new watermains on Priority 1 were installed with tracing wires. This locator will enable the City employees to locate those watermains with accuracy. The City currently does not own a line tracer/locator. Total Cost is $2,067.80

Total costs of additions and purchases is estimated at $235,725.80. 

Norton discussed using the remainder of the grant dollars from the USDA to install new watermains along Pine Avenue from South 5th Street to South 7th Street.  Estimated Project Cost of additional project add-on is $226,878.  In addition grant funds would be used to purchase a new computer and printer ($1,632.00), install automatic door opener/closures on the City building ($5,148.00), and purchase a utility line tracer/locator ($2,067.80).  The total cost of the additions and purchases is estimated at $235,725.80.  Kautzman moved and Schaaf seconded to approve using the remaining grant dollars as Norton stated, contingent upon approval from the USDA.  All voting aye the motion carried.  
The council agreed to start building reserves for priority 2 project that will be underway later this year.  Itrich moved and Gaebe seconded to add $16.50 to the utility bill in March to cover the costs of phase 2 and the refinance with SRF.  All voting aye the motion carried.

C. Goetzfridt moved and Schaaf seconded to approve the bond council fee agreement from Arntson Stewart and Wegner PC for priority 2.  All voting aye the motion carried.

Norton presented amendment 3 to the owner-engineer agreement to include reimbursement requests for the city in the amount of $7500.  Kautzman moved and C. Goetzfridt seconded to approve the amendment.  All voting aye the motion carried.  

Auditorium Committee

Kautzman stated that they have gotten estimates for new backboards in the gym and a request is going to the NS Civic Club to help pay for them.  The new backboards should be able to attach to the current supports in the gym.
Police Committee
The council reviewed the December 2019 police report.
With no changes being made, Kautzman moved and Itrich seconded to approve the 2020 Police Service contract.  All voting aye the motion carried.

Personnel Committee
C. Goetzfridt stated that City Works Superintendant, Henke, would possibly like to get a city cell phone.  Davis plans to talk with Henke about his wants and needs.
Ordinances

Davis presented a special events permit ordinance no. 2019-02, AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND AND REENACT ARTICLE 7 OF CHAPTER EIGHT OF THE REVISED ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF NEW SALEM RELATING TO MUSICAL, RECREATIONAL, OR OTHER PUBLIC EVENTS.  The ordinance would require all musical, recreational, and other public events to seek a city license prior to holding them.  P. Goetzfridt moved and C. Goetzfridt seconded to approve the first reading of ordinance 2019-02.  All voting aye the motion carried.
Gaebe moved and Kautzman seconded to approve the first reading of Ordinance No. 2020-01, AN ORDINANCE GRANTING TO MONTANA-DAKOTA UTILITIES CO., A CORPORATION, ITS SUCCESSORS AND ASSIGNS, THE FRANCHISE AND RIGHT TO CONSTRUCT, MAINTAIN AND OPERATE, WITHIN AND UPON, IN AND UNDER THE STREETS, ALLEYS AND PUBLIC GROUNDS OF THE CITY OF NEW SALEM, MORTON COUNTY, NORTH DAKOTA, A GAS DISTRIBUTION SYSTEM FOR TRANSMITTING AND DISTRIBUTING NATURAL OR MANUFACTURED GAS, OR A MIXTURE OF BOTH, FOR PUBLIC AND PRIVATE USE.  All voting aye the motion carried.  
New Business
Itrich moved and Schaaf seconded to approve the Elm Crest bond resolutions.  All voting aye the motion carried. 
The council discussed the age and condition of the city’s welder.  Henke stated that a new whip is needed.  Kautzman plans to work with Henke to check into options.
