Fitterer called the meeting to order at 6:30pm.

Minutes

Gaebe moved and Schaaf seconded to approve the January 13th, city council minutes as presented, all voting aye, motion carried.
Water & Sewer Committee

1. Install new watermain along Pine Avenue from 6th Street SW to 8th Street SW.  This portion of construction was designated as part of Priority 3 in the Preliminary Engineering report. If completed, this improvement would create an updated pipe loop within the City’s distribution system to enhance the fire flows for the southwest section of the City. Estimated Project Cost of additional project add-on is $226,878 (See Attached Cost Estimate).

2. Purchase a new computer and printer.  This computer and printer would replace the City’s current computer and printer which is approximately 5 years old.  This computer is used for utility billings. Quoted Cost is $1,632.00 (See attached quote)

3. Install automatic door opener/closures on the City building. The openers/closures would be installed on the two main public entrances. Total quoted price is $5,148.00 (See attached quotes)

4. Purchase a utility line tracer/locator.  The new watermains on Priority 1 were installed with tracing wires. This locator will enable the City employees to locate those watermains with accuracy. The City currently does not own a line tracer/locator. Total Cost is $2,067.80

Total costs of additions and purchases is estimated at $235,725.80. 

Norton stated the USDA has approved the changes/additions we requested to priority one that includes installing new watermains along Pine Avenue from South 5th Street to South 7th Street, a new computer and printer, automatic door opener/closures at the auditorium, and a utility line tracer/locator.  Norton presented amendment no.4 which includes $12,970 in design fees and construction administration.  C. Goetzfridt moved and Kautzman seconded to approve amendment no. 4, all voting aye the motion carried.  Norton also stated that due to changes in how the USDA distributes money for the next year’s project.  If we come in under budget USDA will de-obligate funds instead of letting us add on to the project like we were able to do last year.  After visiting with Henke and Kautzman it was decided to add Oak Ave. from 8th to 9th  Street and south on 9th Street the half a block towards Elm Ave. as an alternate for priority 2.  Kautzman moved and P. Goetzfridt seconded to allow Norton to advertise for bids for priority 2.  All voting aye the motion carried.  

Davis discussed the potential of saving the city money by refinancing our current bonds for the 2008 wastewater project.  It is projected the city could save over $70,000 by refinancing.  The council was in agreement to have Amko Advisors come to the next meeting to present.  

Gaebe moved and C. Goetzfridt seconded to approve resolution 2020-01 athorizing the city to file an application with the ND Department of Enviromental Quality for a loan under the Safe Drinking Water Act.  All voting aye, the motion carried.

Auditorium Committee

Gaebe moved and Kautzman seconded to approved a rent exemption for the after prom party on April 18th.  All voting aye the motion carried.  Davis requested a rent exemption for a benefit for city employee’s daughter, Sophia Yellow Bird who has to have heart surgery on February 26.  Kautzman moved and Schaaf seconded to approve a rent exemption for the Benefit of Sophia Yellow Bird on February 23.  All voting aye the motion carried.
Police Committee
The council reviewed the January 2020 police report.
Personnel Committee
Henke discussed with the council the possibility of hiring summer help to assist with the chip sealing this summer.  The council agreed to discuss it at the April meeting.
Ordinances

Davis presented a special events permit ordinance no. 2019-02, AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND AND REENACT ARTICLE 7 OF CHAPTER EIGHT OF THE REVISED ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF NEW SALEM RELATING TO MUSICAL, RECREATIONAL, OR OTHER PUBLIC EVENTS.  The ordinance would require all musical, recreational, and other public events to seek a city license prior to holding them.  Kautzman moved and P. Goetzfridt seconded to approve the second and final reading of ordinance 2019-02.  All voting aye the motion carried.
Schaaf moved and Gaebe seconded to approve the second and final reading of Ordinance No. 2020-01, AN ORDINANCE GRANTING TO MONTANA-DAKOTA UTILITIES CO., A CORPORATION, ITS SUCCESSORS AND ASSIGNS, THE FRANCHISE AND RIGHT TO CONSTRUCT, MAINTAIN AND OPERATE, WITHIN AND UPON, IN AND UNDER THE STREETS, ALLEYS AND PUBLIC GROUNDS OF THE CITY OF NEW SALEM, MORTON COUNTY, NORTH DAKOTA, A GAS DISTRIBUTION SYSTEM FOR TRANSMITTING AND DISTRIBUTING NATURAL OR MANUFACTURED GAS, OR A MIXTURE OF BOTH, FOR PUBLIC AND PRIVATE USE.  All voting aye the motion carried.  
New Business
Gaebe moved and C. Goetzfridt seconded to approved the 2019 financial statement as presented.  All voting aye the motion carried.
Fitterer informed the council that City Government Week is coming up in April and would like the council to brainstorm ideas to either get the students of NSA school involved or the community.

Kautzman moved and Gaebe seconded to have the Board of Equalization meeting on April 13th, 2020 at 6:30pm, all voting aye the motion carried.
