Fitterer called the meeting to order at 6:30pm.

Minutes

Gaebe moved and Kautzman seconded to approve the May 11th, 2020 city council minutes as presented, all voting aye, motion carried.
Hearing of Visitors

Troy Moos attended the meeting to discuss the bill from A2Z Plumbing the city sent to him in May for water meter replacement.  After some discussion Kautzman moved and C. Goetzfridt seconded to split the bill will Moos.  All voting aye the motion carried.  Moos will pay the city for half the bill and the city will pay the bill to A2Z.
Norton stated that BEK will be starting the priority 2 project the second week of July if all goes as planned.
Street Committee

Fitterer discussed street cleaning concerns.  Fitterer stated that after visiting with Henke they strongly feel the issue is the deicing sand that the city used this winter and Henke suggests going back to the fly ash for next winter.  Fitterer suggested that Henke visit with former city work superintendant, Dane Fuchs, about his concerns and see if they can figure out a solution.  

Police Committee
The council reviewed the May 2020 police report.
Sanitation Committee

Davis presented a transfer station expense/revenue report.  The transfer station does not collect enough to cover the expenses from Transtrash.  Fitterer plans to visit with Haff about the rates and policies.
The council also discussed concerns of people illegally dumping at the transfer station and will be working on remedying the problem.  
Board of Health

Nuisance homes at 410 N 6th and 103 N 2nd were a topic of discussion.  The council was in agreement to have Custer Health take a look at the properties and send letters to the home owners.

Building Committee

Gaebe would like the council to consider whether or not the city should have storage container ordinances.  Davis is going to see what other cities have in place in regards to storage containers and report back next month.
The council agreed that they would like to have the building inspector attend the next meeting.  Davis will contact him.
New Business
Kautzman moved and C. Goetzfridt seconded to approve the assessor contract with Morton County for $2300.  All voting aye the motion carried.  

Davis presented a debt service comparison for the 2008 lagoon project with comparisons that could save the city over $86,000.  The council was in agreement to have bids brought to the July meeting for Refunding Improvement Bonds.
