Fitterer called the meeting to order at 6:30pm.
Attendance

Council Mayor:  Lynette Fitterer.

Minutes

Itrich moved and Lausch seconded to approve the August 10th, 2020 city council minutes as presented, all voting aye, the motion carried.
Public Hearing 

Davis presented the final budget with one change from the preliminary budget.  The emergency fund request was completely removed.  This is a 2.73% decrease compared to last year’s budget.  Hearing no addition comments, Gaebe moved and Itrich seconded to approve the 2021 Budget.  All voting aye the motion carried. 
Hearing of Visitors

Pazdernik approached the council with a concern that there was a miscommunication about the purchase of the new kitchen appliances.  Pazdernik stated that Margi Engelter approached one of their members and asked if the Civic Club would be willing to help pay for those appliances and in the end they ended up paying the entire bill.  The Civic Club was shocked that the new appliances cost $15,000.  Pazdernik was wondering how it worked through the auditorium committee and who gave authorization to purchase the appliances.  Davis stated that she was contacted by Margi Engelter that the Civic Club was willing to purchase the appliances but needed the auditorium committee’s approval to put them in.  Fitterer also stated that Civic Club President, Shane Tellmann, came to her and stated that the Civic Club wanted city approval before purchasing the appliances and Davis sent Tellmann a letter stating that the City was in agreement to allow for the replacement of the stove and fridge.  Pazdernik stated that Tellmann never gave full authorization that the Civic Club was going to pay for the entire purchase, that Tellmann stated to Engelter that the Civic club would help fund them, not pay for them in full.  Pazdernik asked why the City didn’t order the appliances after knowing the funding was available.  Davis stated that she was under the impression that the city would be ordering them but they were unknowingly purchase by Engelter Custom Catering and a bill was forwarded to the City from Engelter, which Davis forwarded to the Civic Club.  The Civic Club in turn cut a check for the full purchase price of the appliances.  Pazdernik requested that since the stove isn’t installed that the stove be returned.  Davis stated that the city does not have the authorization to return the items since they were not purchased by the city.  Gaebe stated that the only action the auditorium committee took was approving the replacement appliances that were chosen.  Pazdernik asks that there be some sort of checks and balances for all future purchases/donations.  The council agreed, but again stated that the city had no hand in the purchasing of the appliances.  The Civic Club has not spoken to Engelter about the issue, Davis will contact Engelter to get in touch with the Civic Club and come to a resolution.  

Debbie Toepke asked the council about getting a couple more garbage cans on main street one by gambles and one by the Buck ‘N’ Rooster.  Itrich moved and Kautzman seconded to approve the placement of more garbage cans on main.  All voting aye the motion carried.

Water Committee
Norton updated the council on the progress of the current project.  Norton presented pay application 9 for priority one in the amount of $93,181.47.  Kautzman moved and Lausch seconded to approve pay application 9.  All voting aye the motion carried.  

Also presented was pay application 2 for priority 2 in the amount of $483,507.25.  Gaebe moved and P. Goetzfridt seconded to approve pay application 2, all voting aye the motion carried.

Norton stated that there are a couple potential large change orders coming for priority 2.  One to remove rock for about $8000 and the other to change the grade from Oak to Elm for about $10,000.    

Lastly Norton presented an estimate for adding water/sewer/street on 2nd Street from Oak to Elm in the amount of $171,433.  Kautzman moved and Itrich seconded to add the 2nd Street project to priority 2.  All voting aye the motion carried.
Norton stated it is time for the council to start considering if they will be moving forward with priority 3 next summer.  Norton stated that priority 3 will again require another utility bill adder in the amount of $20.46, with a total project cost estimated to be at $3.5 million.  After some discussion the C. Goetzfridt moved and Lausch seconded to move forward with Priority 3 in 2021 and to hold a public hearing on October 12, 2020 at 6:30pm.  All voting aye the motion carried.

Street Committee

Henke asked what kind of repair the council would like to see on South 5th Street where the sewer was dug up.  The council was in agreement to cover it with millings to get through the winter.

Police Committee
The council reviewed the August 2020 police report.  Fitterer reminded Olsen that boats and campers need to be removed from the streets by October 1st.  Olsen stated that an abandoned car was left at the dump ground in the middle of the night and later removed from the grounds.  Olsen stated that it would be a good idea to get some cameras out at the dumps.
Building Committee
Gaebe stated that the P&Z agreed to adopt the same storage container ordinances as Watford City.  Davis will work with the city attorney to get the ordinances drafted and bring the first reading next month.  
Gaebe brought a recommendation to the council to approve the Plat of Lot Two of Lot B and Lot Two of Lot C from Toby Backson.  Kautzman moved and P. Goetzfridt seconded to arrove the plat.  All voting aye then motion carried. 
New Business

Henke approached the council about purchasing new tires for the city pickup.  Lausch moved and Itrich seconded to allow Henke to purchase new tires.  All voting aye the motion carried.
Consent Agenda
Kautzman moved and Gaebe seconded to approve the consent agenda.  All voting aye the motion carried.
