Fitterer called the meeting to order at 6:30pm.
Attendance

Minutes

Itrich moved and Gaebe seconded to approve the September 14th, 2020 city council minutes as presented, all voting aye, the motion carried.
Public Hearing 

Mayor Fitterer called the Public Hearing to Order at 6:30pm for Priority 3 of water/sewer/street project.  Norton presented information to those in attendance.  In 2016 AE2S evaluated the current water and sewer system and 76% of the water system has inadequate fire flow and the sewer is original, most of it installed in the 1940’s.  Priority 3 will include the southwest quadrant of town, including Birch from 5th-8th, South 5th From Birch to Pine, South 6th from Birch to Pine, South 7th from Birch to Spruce, new pavement on Spruce from 5th to 7th, and new water mains on Pine from 5th-7th.  The project will include new watermains, new hydrants, new sanitary sewer, new paving from curb to curb and handicapped ramps.  Funding for the project will include USDA grant/loan for the utilities and a Bank of North Dakota loan for the street repairs.  The project is projected to cost $3,491,000 of which the city is eligible for a grant up to $1,140,000.  The remainder that is financed will be repaid through a utility bill adder in the amount of approximately $20.32/month/utility customer.  Norton stated that operation and maintenance costs have significantly decreased with the completion of the first 2 priorities.  Norton opened the meeting for questions and concerns.  C. Goetzfridt moved and P. Goetzfridt seconded to move forward with Priority 3 to include financing the project with the utility adder option.  All voting aye the motion carried. 
Hearing of Visitors

Norton presented pay application #3 (priority 2) in the amount of $285,498.75.  Gaebe moved and Itrich seconded to approve the pay application as presented.  All voting aye the motion carried.

Norton presented an Amendment of the Owner-Engineer Agreement No. 1, which includes the additional services for change order 1, the addition of the work done on 2nd Street North between Oak and Elm.  The cost of these services is an additional $9460.  C. Geotzfridt moved and Lausch seconded to approve the Owner-Engineer Agreement as presented, all voting aye the motion carried.   
Water Committee
Fitterer presented an estimate from Sims Valley LLC. to replace the 8” gate valve on 8th Street and replace the risers on valve by the water tower in the amount of $6,500.  Lausch moved and Gaebe seconded to approve the estimate and move forward with the necessary work.  All voting aye the motion carried.
Davis discussed with the council some concerns with the meter at 206 S 5th Street.  Henke has tried to get into the property to check the meter and the homeowner hasn’t allowed him to enter.  The council was in agreement to send a letter with Henke to the property stating that ordinance 7.0131 gives the city the right to enter the premises to check the meter and fixtures.  If entrance is still refused Henke has been instruction to contact the sheriff’s department to escort him to the property.  

Auditorium Committee

Gaebe has been in touch with Rodger’s Hardwood floors, Inc 
in regards to the damage on the auditorium floors that happened when one of The Field’s garbage cans holding a keg leaked on the gym floor while the auditorium was rented for a wedding.  Rodger’s suggested having the floors dried out by Arrow Service Team and Gaebe scheduled them to come on October 17-20, 2020.  Once the wood has dried out a true assessment of the damage can be done.  The cost of drying the floor will run between $600-$1000 depending on the length of time needed to dry them.  Bill Kramer attended the meeting, representing The Field.  Kramer was in agreement that The Field would cover the cost of drying the floors so the damage can be assessed and Kramer stated he would attend another meeting if needed.  Gaebe moved and Lausch seconded to have Arrow Service come in and dry the floor; The cost of the service to be absorbed by the Field.  All voting aye the motion carried.
Police Committee
The council reviewed the September 2020 police report.  Fitterer reminded Austin that boats and campers need to be removed from the streets as of October 1st and to start ticketing those that are still parked on the streets.  
Building Committee
Davis presented Ordinance No. 2020-01 AN ORDINANCE TO CREATE AND ENACT A NEW SECTION 6.0805.1 TO CHAPTER SIX OF THE REVISED ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF NEW SALEM RELATING TO BUILDING PERMITS FOR STORAGE CONTAINERS.  Gaebe moved and Itrich seconded to approve the first reading of the ordinance.  All voting aye the motion carried.

Kim Bauer presented to the council a plat of Prairie West Subdivision, being a portion of Southwest Grain Subdivision, lying in the southwest quarter (SW ¼) of Section 22, Township 139, Range 85 West of the 5th P.M., New Salem, Morton County, North Dakota.  Gaebe stated that the P&Z committee recommends the council approve the plat as presented.  Kautzman moved and P. Geotzfridt seconded to approve the plat.  All voting aye the motion carried.
