Fitterer called the meeting to order at 6:30pm.

Minutes

Gaebe moved and P. Goetzfridt seconded to approve the December 14th, 2020 city council minutes as presented, all voting aye, the motion carried.
Hearing of Visitors

Dane Fuchs attended the meeting to discuss the sale of 4 lots that he owns with his family.  Fuchs plans to apply for a zoning change from agricultural to residential, but wanted to discuss with the city getting water to those lots and who would be responsible for paying for it.  Fuchs stated that putting in water his family would maybe be able to pay for, but the cost of sewer they would not be able to recoup.  The council was in agreement that Fuchs should apply for a variance for each lot to have a septic system and get some estimates as to what it will cost to get the water main installed.  Norton stated that the cost usually falls on the developer.   Fuchs has talked with the public service commission about the safety of the land due to the mine shafts, with Morton County in regards to approach permits and plans to get that information in writing.  Fuchs would also like to get in writing that the city would grant building permits for each lot, so that potential buyers would have those bases covered already. 
Wendy Bent attended the meeting to update the council on the reorganization of the Morton County Fair Board.  Bent stated that after complaints in July of 2020 of alleged misconduct by the Morton County Fair Board an investigation was launched and the decision was made to dissolve the current board and reduce the size to 10-11 members to help meet quorum.  Bent also stated that they would like to have at least one member from either the New Salem City Council or Park Board.  Fitterer suggested that the park board would likely be best to have a member since they are the owners of the land. 
Water Committee
Norton presented priority one pay application #11 to final out priority one in the amount of $2000.  Gaebe moved and C. Goetzfridt seconded to approve the pay application #11.  All voting the motion carried.   Norton also presented the final pay application #5 for priority 2 in the amount of $35,893.97.  Kautzman moved and Lausch seconded to approve the pay application as presented, all voting aye the motion carried.  
Auditorium Committee

Davis presented a request for a rent reduction/exemption for a collaborative community concert to be held at the auditorium to help raise money for local churches hurting from reduced attendance due to covid.  Lausch moved and C. Goetzfridt seconded to approve a 50% reduction in rent. All voting aye the motion carried.
The council held a discussion about the auditorium security system.  The council was in agreement to look into updating the current system.  Gaebe plans to do some research and bring more information to the next meeting.
Police Committee
The council reviewed the December 2020 police report.
Kautzman moved and Lausch seconded to approve the 2021 Police Service Contract with Morton County.  All voting aye the motion carried.  
Sanitation and Garbage Committee

Henke discussed the possibility of the fire department using the transfer station for training.  Gaebe moved and P. Goetzfridt seconded to allow the use of the transfer station for fire department training.  All voting aye the motion carried.  
Personnel Committee

Davis presented the city works employee job description.  The council was in agreement to open the position with applications due January 29th, 2021 and interviews to be held the first week of February.  
New Business

Kautzman asked the council to change the February meeting to the 15th.  The council agreed.
