Fitterer called the meeting to order at 6:30pm.

Attendance

Minutes

C. Goeztfridt moved and Kautzman seconded to approve the February 15th, 2021 and the February 23rd, 2021 (special meeting) city council minutes with the discussed additions to the discussion on insurance, all voting aye, the motion carried.
Hearing of Visitors

Mark Deraney from Amko Advisors presented the terms sheet for our interim financing and the temporary bond resolution.  Deraney stated that First International Bank and Trust offered a rate of 2.8% with the final maturity being November 1st, 2022.  That allows the city extra time if needed to complete project 3.  Kautzman moved and Gaebe seconded to approve the Resolution Authorizing Issuance Loan Anticipation Temporary Revenue Bond, Series 2021.  All voting aye, the motion passed.
Water Committee
Fitterer and Henke updated the council about the continuing problems with the lift station.  Henke stated that Dakota Pump was out Wednesday, March 10th to finish the needed repairs on the lift from when the the lines broke in February.  Fitterer stated that pump 2 shut down again Saturday, March 13th, but the breaker wasn’t tripped.  Fitterer suggested that Henke keep a close eye on the lift station for a while to make sure there aren’t any further issues.  The council also suggested that Henke talk with Dakota Pump and see if they have any thoughts as to why pump two kicked out again and if there is any needed repairs to get an estimate for the possible repair. 
Betty Hoesel attended the meeting to discuss a water line break she had in her rental home at 103 Cedar Avenue on Sunday, February 21st.  The home’s basement was flooded up to the floorboards.  Hoesel stated that the water was supposed to be turned off in the home back in spring of 2019, but that it was never shut off, although city works employees do remember going to Hoesel’s home in 2019 to turn the water off.  Hoesel stated she talked with Andy Brunen and told him the water was still on, but Henke stated that Brunen doesn’t remember a conversation.  Hoesel stated she caught Brunen downtown after that and again told him to shut it off but it still didn’t get shut off.  Henke stated that when they arrived at Hoesel’s home on February 21st the water was on at the curb stop.  She would like the City to cover the cost of the repairs.  The council was in agreement to discuss the issue with our attorney and get back to Hoesel.  
Auditorium Committee

The council received two estimates for security systems for the City Auditorium.  The first estimate came from Northern Lights Digital and came in at $5547.52 with an additional cost of $599 for a three year equipment warranty.  The second estimate was from Midwest Investigation and Security, Inc. and came in at $9395.00 and includes a three years parts and labor warranty.  After much discussion the council was in agreement to table the topic until budget season.  Gaebe will call both companies and let them know we will discuss it again in a few months.
Police Committee

The council reviewed the February 2021 police report.
Board of Health

The council discussed complaints that have been received about junk in the yard at 511 Oak Ave.  Itrich moved and Lausch seconded to have Davis send a letter to the property owner giving them 30 days to clean it up.  All voting aye, the motion carried.

Building Committee

Gaebe moved and P. Goetzfridt seconded to approve the preliminary zoning change request for Outlot C of Auditor’s Subdivision 30 from Agricultural to Residential-1 from Dale and Dane Fuchs and scheduled the final public hearing for April 12th, 2021 at 6pm.  All voting aye, the motion carried.
Gaebe moved and Lausch seconded to approve the preliminary zoning change request for the East Part of Auditor’s Lot A of Lot C of the NW ¼ from Agrilultural to Commercial-1 from Tina and Robert Grade with a public easement though both the west part and east part of Auditor’s Lot A of Lot C of the NW ¼ for Elm Avenue.   All voting aye, the motion carried.  The final public hearing will be April 12th, 2021 at 6pm along with Fuch’s request.
Gaebe stated that he was contacted by Jim Frohlich about getting a letter granting permission or a grandfathered clause for an existing deck on his sister’s house, to guarantee the deck will not need to be removed before the sale of the property.  After discussion the council decided to take no action.
Personnel Committee

Goetzfridt stated that we needed clarification on the pay rate for Derrek Heins.  The council approved $18.75/hour at the February meeting but it wasn’t taken into consideration that Heins was promised a $0.50 raise after a 6 months probationary period.  Lausch moved and P. Goetzfridt seconded to pay Heins $18.75 beginning with the March 28th pay period and do away with the probationary period and $0.50 raise after 6 months.  All voting aye the motion carried.
Fitterer presented a to-do list of items for the city works department and Henke discussed his monthly report with the council.  The council thanked Henke for the updates and would like to see him continue to report monthly to the council.
