REGULAR MEETING

Monday, July 12th, 2021, 6:30 p.m.

Fitterer called the meeting to order at 6:30pm.

Attendance

Council Mayor:  Lynette Fitterer.

Minutes

Itrich moved and Lausch seconded to approve the June 14th, 2021 city council minutes.   All voting aye, the motion carried.

Hearing of Visitors

Shafer and Ralph stopped in to visit with the council about ND Country Fest.  Shafer stated that they want to make New Salem their home and want to keep an open line of communication with the city.  Shafer asked if the council received any complaints following the ND Country Fest Weekend.  No one received any complaints.  Shafer stated that he had concerns about continuing to use one of the local bar’s liquor license for the weekend.  He feels that is a liability on the local bar and would like to see if ND Country Fest could purchase their own liquor license.  Davis will look into the matter and be in touch with Shafer.  The council thanked Shafer and Ralph for coming. 
Water Committee
Fitterer stated that the residents on Lake Street were having water flow issues and that Henke and Heins were working with Clay’s Plumbing today but never found any obstructions in the lines.  Henke felt that if a hydrant was put in on the corner of Elm and Lake that may help.  Norton stated that putting a hydrant there would have no advantage; it would simply be an unnecessary expense.   
Board of Health

Kautzman stated that he spoke with Clint Feland about his deteriorating building on Main Avenue.  Feland plans to remove the loose tin so that doesn’t become an issue when strong winds come through.  Feland then plans to clean the building out this fall and have it demolished before the end of 2021.  The council was in agreement with the plan.
Fitterer stated that the Joyce Hoffer property has been cleaned up.
Kenny Groce’s property was inspected by Custer Health and they have declared it a public health nuisance.   Custer Health will send a letter to Kenny Groce.
Building Committee
Fuchs applied for a wastewater & septic drainage system variances on each of his 4 lots in the Fuch’s subdivision.  Kautzman moved and Lausch seconded to approve all 4 variances, all voting aye the motion carried.

Gaebe presented the Kautzman plat.  Itrich moved and Gaebe seconded to approve the plat contingent with the final plat showing a 60’ right-of-way from Main Avenue.  Kautzman abstained from the vote.  P. Goetzfridt, C. Goetzfridt, Lausch, Itrich, and Gaebe voted aye.
Personnel Committee
The council again discussed performance issues of Henke.  After a lengthy discussion Gaebe moved and Lausch seconded to terminate Henke effective immediately.  All voting aye the motion carried.
Itrich moved and C. Goetzfridt seconded to open the position for city works superintendant, applications due August 6th, with hopes of having a new City Works Superintendant in place in September.  All voting aye the motion carried.  

Itrich stated that he visited with former city works superintendent, Dane Fuchs;  Fuchs agreed to come back part time to help train new employees.  C Goetzfridt moved and Lausch seconded to pay Fuchs $25/hour.  All voting aye the motion carried.
New Business

Davis presented the preliminary budget for 2022.  Davis recommends requesting a levy of $152,612.22.  Kautzman moved and P. Goetzfridt seconded to approve the preliminary budget for 2022.  All voting aye the motion carried.

Itrich moved and Lausch seconded  to hold the final budget hearing on Monday, September 13, 2021.  All voting aye the motion carried.

P. Goetzfridt suggested the council consider a 2am bar closing for the city.  P. Goetzfridt moved and Lausch seconded to approve 2am closing.  Kautzman abstained from the vote.  P. Goetzfridt, C. Goetzfridt, Lausch, Itrich, and Gaebe voted aye.  Davis will get the paperwork drafted and bring it to next month’s meeting.

Gaebe moved and Kautzman seconded to approve the consent agenda.  All voting aye the motion carried.
