Fitterer called the meeting to order at 6:30pm.

Attendance

Council Mayor:  Lynette Fitterer.

Minutes

Itrich moved and C. Goetzfridt seconded to approve the September 13th and September 27th, 2021 city council minutes.   All voting aye, the motion carried.

Hearing of Visitors
Malinda Ellingson came to discuss the possibility of rezoning a residential property in town for a coffeehouse/eatery.  Ellingson’s are not the current owners so Davis explained that the current owner would need to rezone the property before the sale to guarantee that the property could be used for commercial use.
Caitlin Adams came to discuss a fence she put up that is out of compliance with our planning and zoning regulations.  Adams would like to be able to keep the fence since she shares a property line with a busy business.  Gaebe suggests that Adams hire a surveyor to make certain the fence is on her property and come back to Planning and Zoning once they know where the property line is.     
Todd Norton updated the council on the progress of priority 3 project.  Norton also presented pay application no. 2 in the amount of $1,178,553.41.  Gaebe moved and Itrich seconded to approve pay application no. 2.  All voting aye the motion carried.  
Water/Sewer Committee
Davis presented AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF CITY OF NEW SALEM, NORTH DAKOTA SALES TAX REVENUE BONDS TO FINANCE INFRASTRUCTURE IMPROVEMENTS.  C. Goetzfridt moved and Kautzman seconded to approve the first reading of the ordinance.  All voting aye the motion carried.  Davis asked the council to hold a special meeting October 18th at 6:30pm to approve the seconded and final reading of the ordinance.

Itrich stated that he would like to see the city move forward with the water/sewer project for next year.  Kautzman moved and P. Goetzfridt seconded to hold a public hearing at next month’s regular city council meeting to give the public a chance to have their voices heard.  All voting aye the motion carried.
Kautzman moved and Lausch seconded to contract with Dakota Pump and Control to service our lift station.  All voting aye the motion carried.  
Auditorium Committee

Gaebe stated that the NS Civic Club and the Legion have each agreed to donate $50,000 towards the installation of air conditioning in the auditorium, but the city would still have significant fund raising to do to raise the other $200,000.  Itrich volunteered to head a fund raising committee to help in the process.
Police Committee

The council reviewed the September police report.

Board of Health
The council again discussed the Kenny Groce property and the need for clean up.  City Attorney John Mahoney stated N.D.C.C. §23-35-09, subsection 1 provides as follows: “If necessary for the protection of public health to abate or remove any nuisance, source of filth, or cause of sickness, the board of health shall serve notice on the owner or occupant of the property requiring the owner or occupant, at the owner's or occupant's expense, to remove or abate the nuisance, source of filth, or cause of sickness within a time specified by the board, not exceeding thirty days. If the owner or occupant fails to comply with the notice to remove or abate or if the nuisance, source of filth, or cause of sickness exists on property of nonresident owners or on property the owners of which cannot be found, the board of health may remove or destroy the nuisance, source of filth, or cause of sickness at the expense of the appropriate city or county, which shall charge the expense against the lot, piece, or parcel of land on which the work is done.”   The City board of health (Custer Health) duly served the 30 day notice and the 30 days has expired.  Thus, the Council has the authority to have City employees perform the cleanup or contract it out.  Either way, the cost to abate the nuisance can be assessed against the lot(s).  Itrich moved and Lausch seconded for Itrich to attempt to make contact with Groce and give him a copy of the N.D.C.C. and our attorney’s instructions, give Groce an additional 2 weeks to perform the necessary clean up before the city hires a contractor to come clean the property.  Kautzman, C. Geotzfridt, Itrich, and Lausch vote aye.  P. Goetzfridt votes nay.  Gaebe abstained.  The motion passes. 
Personnel Committee
The council reviewed the City Works Report.  McGrathStated that pickup production has been suspended by all manufacturers so they were not able to order a new pickup at the current time.  

City employees met with AE2S about a GIS system.  McGrath stated that it would cost about $2000 for the GPS system and $850/year for an account.  The cost to transfer the information on to the system is yet to be determined but could run $8,000-$15,000.  McGrath will work with AE2S on getting a closer estimate.
McGrath discussed the need for confined space equipment.  Kautzman plans to work with McGrath to put together the necessary equipment.  The council also agreed they would like the city works employees to take confined space training.  
Ordinances
Davis presented the 2am bar closing ordinance.  Itrich moved and Lausch seconded to approve the second and final reading of Ordinance No. 2021-01 AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND AND REENACT SECTIONS 8.0616 AND 8.0616.1 AND REPEAL SECTION 8.0616.2 OF CHAPTER EIGHT OF THE REVISED ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF NEW SALEM RELATING TO HOURS OF OPERATION OF LIQUOR LICENSE PREMISES.  Gaebe, C. Goetzfridt, Lausch, Itrich and P. Goetzfridt voted aye.  Kautzman abstained.   
New Business

Fuchs stated that the New Salem Ambulance would like to purchase the land from the City where the Ambulance Hall sits.  Kautzman moved and Lausch seconded to sell the property to the NS Ambulance Service for $1.  All voting aye the motion carried, Gaebe abstained.

The council reviewed the updated contract with Cofer Sanitation.  Cofer plans to increase rates by $1.50/quarter.  Kautzman moved and Gaebe seconded the approval of the garbage contract with Cofer Sanitation.  All voting aye the motion carried.
