Fitterer called the meeting to order at 6:30pm.

Attendance

Minutes

Itrich moved and C. Goetzfridt seconded to approve the November 8th, 2021 city council minutes as presented.   All voting aye, the motion carried.

Hearing of Visitors

Duane Maier voiced his concerns about a bill he received when installing water/sewer to his house.  Maier said the water line was terminated to his property but there was no record at the county or city level.  His contractors spent approximately 2 days trying to find the water main.  Maier said the cost of the 2 days of work was approximately $10,000 and he feels he shouldn’t have to incur all the costs of locating the line.  Gaebe moved and Itrich seconded to pay the bill for Maier.    All voting aye the motion carried.
Tina Grade asked the council to consider granting a non-conforming use permit for the property at 514 Main to be used as a coffee shop.  Grade is in the process of rezoning the property to commercial but the process will take a couple more months and they would like the coffee shop to be able to open in January.  Lausch moved and Kautzman seconded to grant a 90 day non-conforming use permit.  All voting aye the motion carried.

Todd Norton presented the Geotechnical Agreement with Braun Intertec for prioirity 4 & 5 of the water/sewer/street project in the amount of $12,468.50.  Gaebe moved and Lausch seconded to approve the agreement, all voting aye the motion carried.

Norton stated that the BND is not interested in financing both the priority 4 & 5 projects.  Itrich moved and C. Goetzfridt seconded to move forward with priority 4 & 5 with a USDA Community Facilities loan.  If the funds are not available to with the USDA to then scale back the project and just do priority 4.  All voting aye the motion carried.  

Norton discussed the engineering agreement for the next project in the amount of $429,000.  Kautzman moved and Itrich seconded to approve the agreement pending the attorney’s approval.  All voting aye the motion carried.
Water/Sewer Committee
Fitterer suggested the council allow city auditor, Melissa Davis the authority to sign and submit the applications to the USDA for the priority 4 & 5 projects.  C. Goetzfridt moved and Lausch seconded to grant the authority to Melissa to sign and submit all applications.  All voting aye, the motion carried. 
C. Geotzfridt moved and P. Goetzfridt seconded to add the $7.50 utility bill adder for the priority 4 & 5 project to the water bills on January 1, 2022.  All voting aye the motion carried.

Auditorium Committee

Fitterer stated that the City has received 2 donations for the installation of A/C in the city auditorium.  The Field donated $730 and WRT has donated $1000.   
Police Committee

The council reviewed the November police report.

Lausch moved and Kautzman seconded to approve the Police Service Contract with Morton County for 2022 in the amount of $40,320.  All voting aye the motion carried.

Board of Health
Fitterer discussed the issue with the cattle truck parking that was discussed last month.  Fitterer and the council were in agreement that as long as the trailers are kept clean, they try to avoid early morning and late night coming and going, and obeying all traffic laws, the trailers can continue to be parked there.  Fitterer warned Schafer that this isn’t a guaranteed final decision and this could again come up at a council meeting if more complaints arise.

 Building Committee

Gaebe requested an update from Caitlyn Adams on their land survey in regards to their fence variance.  Davis will contact Adams.
Personnel Committee
The council reviewed the City Works Report.  
Gaebe moved and Itrich seconded to approve a $200 Christmas bonus for full time permanent employees and a $100 bonus for part time.  All voting aye the motion carried.  
New Business

Gaebe moved and C. Goetzfridt seconded to approve the event permits from ND Country Fest, the first for March 28, 2022 for $250 and $500 for July 6-9, 2022.  All voting aye the motion carried.
