Kautzman called the meeting to order at 6:30pm.

Minutes

Gaebe moved and Lausch seconded to approve the March 14th, 2022 city council minutes as presented.   All voting aye, the motion carried.

Hearing of Visitors

Kautzman called the Board of Equalization meeting to order.  Donald LaFleur stated that the valuations in his report represent a 4.54% increase overall from 2021.  Melanie and Anthony Soupir, 1100 Ash Avenue, stated that their home value increased by 42%.  Soupir’s said the condition of their home was previously assessed as average and this year it was changed to above average, yet no changes were made to the property.  LaFleur stated that the condition should have always been listed as above average and that mistake was corrected.  Gaebe moved and P. Goetzfridt seconded to amend their property back down to average unless other evidence is provided.  All voting aye the motion carried.  

Lausch moved and P. Goetzfridt seconded that the council recess the Board of Equalization until further information is provided to the council on the number of homes and the percentage of increase.  All voting aye the motion carried.
Water and Sewer Committee

Norton provided the council with a recommendation for award for priority 4 & 5.  Lausch moved and Gaebe seconded to approve the recommendation and award the contract for the base bid ($2,830,000) and Alternate No. 1 ($752,814) to BEK Consulting.  All voting aye, the motion carried.

Norton presented task order #3 for the design and bidding of the chip seal project in the amount of $13,000.  Gaebe moved and Lausch seconded to approve the task order as presented, all voting aye, the motion carried.

The council discussed cost responsibility of faulty curb stops and agreed the city ordinance is sufficient but they would like to have added that if homeowner damages the curb stop that homeowner would be responsible for the replacement of the curb stop.  
Gaebe moved and Lausch seconded to approve the WEP loan resolution, all voting aye the motion carried.

Lausch moved and Gaebe seconded to approve the CF loan resolution, all voting aye the motion carried.

Gaebe moved and Lausch seconded to approve the resolution of members or stockholders for the CF loan, all voting aye the motion carried.

C. Goetzfridt moved and Lausch seconded to approve the municipal advising agreement with AMKO Advisors, all voting aye the motion carried.
Auditorium Committee

Davis stated that no bids were received for A/C Installation.
Mathew Grade at Northern Lights Digital donated 2 outdoor cameras and a DVR and has requested to place the cameras on the front of the auditorium facing into the park.  C. Goetzfridt approved the donation and Gaebe seconded pending park approval, all voting aye the motion carried.

Davis recommended having a Spring Clean up week the Week of May 10th.  The transfer station will be open May 10th, 13th and 14th the regular hours and the fees will be reduced to half price.  The council was in agreement.

The council reviewed the Resolution to annex in the Haugen plat and the Declaration of Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions and Also the Bylaws of the Haugen Commercial Park.  The council considered recommendations given by Mahoney.  Gaebe moved and Lausch seconded to table all items concerning the Haugen property until the discussed changes are seen in the bylaws.  All voting aye the motion carried.
