Minutes

Gaebe moved and Lausch seconded to approve the May 9th, and the May 23rd, 2022 city council minutes as presented.   All voting aye, the motion carried.

Hearing of Visitors

Fleckenstein stated there were damages to the street after the last snowstorm by a local contractor doing snow removal.  McGrath stated he will visit with the contractor about the damages and McGrath will fill in the holes if possible.  Fleckenstein also stated concerns about a neighbor who hasn’t mowed their grass.  Davis will send the homeowner a letter.   
Norton stated that BEK is considering postponing project 4 & 5 until next year due to supplies not being available until fall.  

Water and Sewer Committee

All voting aye, the motion carried.
Street Committee

The council discussed the needed street repairs from the water main breaks we had this spring.  McGrath is working to get prices on the repairs.
Bryan Moen had concerns about the repairs that are needed to be done along his street, curb, and landscaping.  The council was in agreement that Maier’s are responsible for those repairs from installing the water line to their home.

Gaebe moved and Lausch seconded to hire nitro green to spray the auditorium grounds.  All voting aye, the motion carried.
Police Committee

The council reviewed the May police report.
Personnel Committee
The council reviewed the City Works Report.  McGrath stated that the lagoon is need of repairs due to severe erosion.  Kautzman moved and Lausch seconded to make the necessary repairs and use ARPA funds to cover the costs.  All voting aye, the motion carried.
McGrath also has concerns about the levels of sludge in the lagoon due to severe under treatment.  McGrath is working on a solution to the problem but doesn’t have any quotes yet.
