Fitterer called the meeting to order at 6:30pm.

Minutes

Kautzman moved and Lausch seconded to approve the June13th and the June 28th, 2022 city council minutes as presented.   All voting aye, the motion carried.

Hearing of Visitors

The council received no written protests on the annexation of the Joe Kautzman Addition (Part of Lot B of Auditor’s Lot C of the NW ¼, 32 Acres) or the annexation of Joe Kautzman Addition (Lot 2 of Lot B of auditor’s Lot C of the NW ¼, 1 acre).  Therefore, the adoption of the resolution 2022-01 and resolution 2022-03 signed on May 9th, 2022 is complete.  Davis will file with Morton County Recorder’s Office.
Police Committee

The council reviewed the June police report.
Board of Health
The council discussed the cattle trailers that are being parked to the south of the pharmacy.  Neighbors to the property have complained that there are odors coming from the trailers.  Several members of the council made visits to the area over the last couple weeks and are in agreement that the odors are a nuisance.  In fall of 2021 the council discussed the issues with the owner of the property and agreed that if the trailers were kept clean they could continue to park there, but the trailers are no longer being kept clean.  Gaebe moved and C. Goetzfridt seconded to declare it a nuisance and no longer allow the trailers to be parked there.  Lausch, Moen, Kautzman, Gaebe and C. Goetzfridt voted aye.  P. Goetzfridt abstained.  Davis will contact the John Mahoney to discuss how to proceed.  

Building Committee

Gaebe presented a zoning change request for the New Salem Park District to change the zoning of NEW SALEM PROPER;  Description of Property:  Lot 1 Block 33, Being part of Section 22, Township 139 North, Range 85, West of the Fifth Principal Meridian, City of New Salem, Morton County, North Dakota.  Said tract of land contains 0.24 acres, more or less from R-1 (Residential) P (Public) District.  The reason for requesting the zoning change is for future playground and park.  Kautzman moved and P. Goetzfridt seconded to approve the change and to hold a public hearing for the change on August 8th, 2022 at 6:30pm.  All voting aye, the motion carried.
Gaebe stated that the council still hasn’t received a land survey for the fence at 104 N 6th Street.  P. Goetzfridt moved and Gaebe seconded to send a letter to the owner, Caitlin Adams requesting a survey within 30 days or fines will be assessed.  All voting aye, the motion carried.  
Personnel Committee
The council reviewed the City Works Report.  McGrath stated that the lagoon has very high levels of sludge.  McGrath is working on several possible solutions and will report back to the council when more information is received.  
New Business

Davis presented a first look at the budget for 2023.  Davis requested the council review the budget before next month’s meeting.  The final budget is due in September.
