Fitterer called the meeting to order at 6:30pm.

Attendance

Minutes

Lausch moved and Gaebe seconded to approve the July 11th city council minutes as presented.   All voting aye, the motion carried.

Hearing of Visitors

Fitterer called the public hearing of the zoning change request to order.  Gaebe presented the zoning change request for the New Salem Park District to change the zoning of NEW SALEM PROPER;  Description of Property:  Lot 1 Block 33, Being part of Section 22, Township 139 North, Range 85, West of the Fifth Principal Meridian, City of New Salem, Morton County, North Dakota.  Said tract of land contains 0.24 acres, more or less from R-1 (Residential) to P (Public) District.  The reason for requesting the zoning change is for future playground and park.  Hearing no protests Kautzman moved and P. Goetzfridt seconded to approve the zoning change as presented, all voting aye, the motion carried.
Gloria Klusmann stated that the Betterment Committee received a memorial bench from Robert Schroeder and they would like to place it on the southwest side of the auditorium grounds.  She stated that they will match the cement of the other benches on the property and stay back from the street and fire hydrant.  P. Goetzfridt moved and Lausch seconded to allow the placement of the bench on the auditorium grounds.  All voting aye, the motion carried.

Sue Johnson stated that she would like to see the property next to her, 113 N 6th Street, cleaned up.  Davis stated that a letter was sent to the property owner giving him 30 days to clean up the property.  Fitterer stated she would visit with the property owner and discuss cleaning up the property also.

Joana Tucker came to discuss the fence that was put up on his property at 104 N 6th Street.  The council had requested a survey of the property, but Tucker stated that at the current time they cannot afford a survey.  The council agreed that Tucker should apply for a variance through the Planning and Zoning and the Council for further consideration.

Norton stated that BEK came and did some warranty work from last year’s project.  Several curbs were replaced and top soil placed on the necessary properties.  Norton stated that the project scheduled for this year will not take place until next year.  
Water/Sewer Committee

McGrath discussed the water losses over the last several months.  Last month alone the city had over 800,000 gallons of unbilled/unmetered water.  The council discussed billing the unmetered water connections throughout the city.  C. Goetzfridt moved and Lausch seconded that all unmetered identified properties should be metered and billed moving forward.  All voting aye the motion carried.  

McGrath stated that no decision was made on the alarm system for the lift station.  Gaebe moved and C. Goetzfridt seconded to purchase an alarm system to call McGrath if the lift station shuts down and to pay for the system using ARPA funds.  All voting aye, the motion carried.
The council discussed the current sewer rates.  Davis stated that with the predicted costs associated with treating the lagoon sludge our budget was adjusted to reflect those costs and our current sewer rates will not cover the needed treatment.  Kautzman moved and Lausch seconded to increase the sewer rates by three dollars/month to $25/month.  All voting aye, the motion carried.  
Police Committee

The council reviewed the July police report.
Building Committee

Gaebe presented 2 variances for Kim Bauer.  The first variance is for an 11’ variance for his driveway.  Kautzman moved and Lausch seconded to approve the variance.  All voting aye, the motion carried.  The seconded variance is for a 2 ½ foot variance to the north side yard.  The neighbor was in agreement with the variance.  Lausch moved and P. Goetzfridt seconded to approve the variance, all voting aye, the motion carried.
Personnel Committee
The council reviewed the City Works Report.  McGrath stated that the lagoon has very high levels of sludge and one option for treating them would be putting mixers in the lagoon which would cost just under $100,000.  The other option would be to dredge the lagoon which is estimated to cost just under $500,000.    
New Business

Davis presented the preliminary budget for 2023.  Lausch moved and Gaebe seconded to approve the preliminary budget with an additional $10,000 budgeted for equipment, making the total levy $167,887.40.  All voting aye, the motion carried.  The final budget hearing will be September 12th, 2022 at 6:30pm at the New Salem City Auditorium.
Consent Agenda
Gaebe moved and Kautzman seconded to approve the consent agenda as presented, all voting aye the motion carried.
