REGULAR MEETING

Monday, September 12th, 2022, 6:30 p.m.
City Auditorium 
These minutes are being published subject to review and revision by the New Salem City Council.
Fitterer called the meeting to order at 6:30pm.

Attendance

 Minutes

Gaebe moved and Lausch seconded to approve the August 8th city council minutes as presented.   All voting aye, the motion carried.

Hearing of Visitors

The public hearing for the 2023 Budget was held.  Hearing no objections, Kautzman moved and C. Goetzfridt seconded to approve the 2023 Budget in the amount of $167,887.40.  All voting aye, the motion carried. 
Water/Sewer Committee

Kautzman presented Change Order No. 1 for Priority 4 & 5 to postpone the  project until the Spring of 2023 with a substantial completion date of 10/31/2023 and a final completion date of 11/30/2023.  C. Goetzfridt moved and Lausch seconded to approve Change Order No. 1, all voting aye the motion carried.
Kautzman stated he met with the Morton County Fair Board and the NS Park Board about putting in a new water line into the fairgrounds.  Kautzman suggests taking ownership of that line, ownership was given to the weigh station in 1991, and this would give the city the ability to meter all the water into the fairgrounds.  The council was in agreement and discussions are underway with the weigh station.

McGrath stated that there are 2 gate valves by the Golden West, one that shuts off the water to the Golden West and the other to Ruds.  When the dirt work was done around the Golden West the gate valve risers were broke off and filled with dirt.  McGrath can no longer find the gate valves.  The council was in agreement that they need to be located and fixed;  McGrath plans to talk to the new owner about the issue.  
Street Committee

Moen discussed the curb on 1st street by the Duane Maier Residence.  Moen stated that Maier was under the impression that the city was going to coordinate the curb work.  The council was in agreement that the curb is homeowner responsibility and Maier can schedule it at his own convenience. 

Auditorium Committee

Gaebe stated that the a/c has been installed in the auditorium and there is just some small finishing work left to do.  

Gaebe stated that the electricians are having some trouble getting the generator running for the auditorium, but they are continuing to work on the issues. 
Police Committee

The council reviewed the August police report.
Building Committee

P. Goetzfridt presented a variance for Caitlin Adams for a fence to line up with the building north of her property.  Kautzman moved and Moen seconded to approve the variance.  Lausch, C. Goetzfridt, P. Goetzfridt, Kautzman, and Moen voted aye, Gaebe voted nay.  The motion carried.  Davis stated that Adams will still need to pay for the building permit.
Personnel Committee
The council reviewed the City Works Report.  McGrath stated that they will be flushing hydrants September 19th-30th.  The emergency siren on Main Avenue is currently not working but parts have been ordered.  McGrath asked to purchase a Milwaukee pipeline locator.  Lausch moved and C. Goetzfridt seconded to approve the purchase of the pipeline locator and to use the money from the items McGrath sold out at the lagoon.  All voting aye, the motion carried.  Fitterer stated that she has received several compliments on how nice the city looks and stated that McGrath and Kazandjian are doing a wonderful job for the city.        
New Business

Davis stated that the city received a request for an additional liquor license.  The city currently has a limit on the number of license it can issue but this can be lifted by ordinance.  P Goetzfridt moved and Lausch seconded to lift the cap on the number of liquor licenses the city can issue.  Davis will work with the city attorney.
Davis discussed the possibility of getting a living local app for the city.  Davis stated that the first 2 years are free and the hosting fee after that would be $750/ year.  C. Goetzfridt moved and Gaebe seconded to try the app out for 2 years and see what the community response from it is.  
Davis presented the 2021-2022 Audit for the City of New Salem.  C. Goetzfridt moved and Lausch seconded to approve the audit as presented.  All voting aye the motion carried.  Fitterer commends the City Auditor, Melissa Davis, for maintaining the financial records in overall good form.
