Fitterer called the meeting to order at 6:30pm.

Attendance

 Minutes

Kautzman moved and Gaebe seconded to approve the September 12th city council minutes as presented.   All voting aye, the motion carried.

Hearing of Visitors

Duane Maier attended the meeting to discuss the cost of the curb work that had to be completed due to locating the water and sewer lines to his newly constructed home.  P. Goetzfridt moved and Kautzman seconded to pay the curb replacement bill.  Gaebe, C. Goetzfridt, Lausch, P. Goetzfridt, and Kautzman voted aye, Moen abstained.   All voting aye, the motion carried. 
Auditorium Committee

Davis stated that the USDA required a section 504 (ADA Compliance) review of the City Auditorium.  Davis presented the accessibility transition plan prepared by the USDA.  The list of repairs/updates needs to be completed within the next 3 years to get the building into compliance.  The council discussed concerns about using the west entrance as an accessible entrance since that is a loading zone.  Davis will discuss the possibility of using the east entrance with the review provider and report back to the council next month.
Davis presented a bid from Rodgers Hardwood Floors to clean and recoat the gymnasium floor with 2 coats of finish for $8900.  Gaebe moved and Lausch seconded to accept the bid and complete the work over Christmas break.  All voting aye, the motion carried.

Gaebe stated that the finish work still needs to be completed on the a/c units and 2 units have error codes.  Gaebe plans to talk with IGOE to get an update on the work that still needs to be completed.     
Police Committee

The council reviewed the September police report.
Board of Health

The council once again discussed the problems with the turkeys in town.  Fitterer, Moen, and Davis have all been in touch with the ND Game and Fish and have been told that as long as residents continue to feed/bait the turkeys they will continue to be a problem.  The council is in agreement that the turkeys are a nuisance and strongly discourage all residents from feeding them or leaving potential food sources available for them.  This includes, bird feeders or other wild animal feeds.  The Game and Fish is going to attempt to relocate the turkeys as soon as snow cover makes it possible, but it is important that all New Salem residents stop feeding the turkeys for the problem to be eradicated.  Lausch moved and Gaebe seconded to declare the turkeys a nuisance.  P. Goetzfridt amended the motion to include declaring the turkeys a nuisance and proceeding with whatever action is necessary to remove the turkeys.  Lausch seconded the amended motion.  All voting aye the motion carried.
Concerns were discussed about the property condition of Arrowhead Inn.  The council was in agreement to send letters to all the known addresses and give them 14 days from the date of a letter to make the necessary improvements before the city completes the work and accesses it to the property.  
Personnel Committee
The council reviewed the City Works Report.  McGrath stated that several residents have been putting furniture on the streets/sidewalks/boulevards for giveaway.  The council was in agreement that the residents who do this need to be contacted to remove the items and dispose of them properly.   The emergency siren on Main Avenue is currently waiting on repair.  McGrath asked why the noon and 6pm whistles were ever stopped and stated that is the best way to test the sirens daily.  The council was in agreement to once again do a noon and 6pm whistle.        
New Business

Kautzman moved and Lausch seconded to adopt the Morton County Emergency Operation Plan with the necessary address changes.  All voting aye, the motion carried.
Gaebe moved and C. Goetzfridt seconded to approve the first reading of Ordinance No. 2022-01 AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND AND REENACT SECTION 8.0605 OF ARTICLE 6, CHAPTER EIGHT, OF THE REVISED ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF NEW SALEM RELATING TO NUMBER OF LIQUOR LICENSES ALLOWED.  All voting aye, the motion carried.
