Fitterer called the meeting to order at 6:30pm.

 Minutes

P. Goetzfridt moved and Lausch seconded to approve the October 10th city council minutes as presented.   All voting aye, the motion carried.

Hearing of Visitors

Brian Christopherson attended the meeting to ask the council to consider waiving the building permit fees for the New Salem-Almont High School addition.   Kautzman moved and Moen seconded to approve reducing the fees to just 25% of the overall building permit fee.   All voting aye, the motion carried. 
Donald Lafleur presented a tax abatement for Crosswinds Community Church for 2020, 2021, and 2022.  Kautzman moved and C. Goetzfridt seconded to approve the abatement for all three years.  All voting aye, the motion carried.
Street Committee

Norton presented a pay application from Astech Corporation in the amount of $77,010.00.  C. Goetzfridt moved and Gaebe seconded to approve the pay application.  All voting aye, the motion carried.
Auditorium Committee

Gaebe visited with IGOE about finishing up the auditorium A/C project.  They are aware of the finish work that needs to be completed but are short handed and the owner is dealing with some health concerns, but will be completing the project as soon as possible.

Gaebe also stated that the electricians have not been able to get the generator up and running.  Gaebe is going to continue to look into other options to get it operational.     
Police Committee

The council reviewed the October police report.
Board of Health

Fitterer has been in contact with Game and Fish and they are in the process of trapping and relocating the turkeys in town.  They have successfully relocated most the hens but will continue to work on relocating the remainder of turkeys.   
Personnel Committee
The council reviewed the city works report.  Moen stated that the city workers are struggling getting the snow removed around the auditorium due to the current equipment just not working as well as it should be.  Kautzman will work with the city works employees to find a solution. 
The council discussed cost of living raises for city employees.  The Social Security Administration’s cost of living adjustment for 2023 is 8.7%.  C. Goetzfridt moved and Lausch seconded to approve a 5% raise for city employees.  All voting aye, the motion carried.  

Fitterer recommended $100 Christmas bonuses for part time employees and $200 for full time employees.  Gaebe moved and Moen seconded to approve the bonuses.  All voting aye, the motion carried.
Old Business

Kautzman moved and Lausch seconded to approve the second and final reading of Ordinance No. 2022-01 AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND AND REENACT SECTION 8.0605 OF ARTICLE 6, CHAPTER EIGHT, OF THE REVISED ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF NEW SALEM RELATING TO NUMBER OF LIQUOR LICENSES ALLOWED.  All voting aye, the motion carried.
New Business

Davis informed the council that the New Salem, ND App is now live and available for download in the Apple App Store and Google Play.  The app allows anyone who downloads it to opt in for notifications about the community, school, local businesses, and public health.
