Gaebe moved and Lausch seconded to approve the November 14th, 2022 city council minutes as presented.   All voting aye, the motion carried.

Police Committee

The council reviewed the November police report.
The council discussed a recent dog attack and reviewed the case report provided by law enforcement.  The report stated that the dog bit a young child and attempted to also attack and bite the mother of the young child.  When Officer Miller arrived on scene the dog aggressively tried to bite the officer multiple times.  The council was in agreement that the dog is a public nuisance.  Kautzman moved and Moen seconded to declare the dog a nuisance let the city attorney precede with the steps needed to abate the nuisance and danger.  All voting aye the motion carried. 

The council reviewed the 2023 Police Service Contract.  Lausch moved and Gaebe seconded to approve the contract in the amount of $3,360/month.  All voting aye, the motion carried.

Tyler Haff approached Mayor Fitterer about his gas expense while working at the dump ground in the winter and having to sit in his running vehicle.  After much discussion C. Goetzfridt moved Lausch seconded to approve a $25/month gas stipend the months of October through March for a total of $150.  All voting aye the motion carried.
