Fitterer called the meeting to order at 6:30pm.

 Minutes

Gaebe moved and Kautzman seconded to approve the January 9th, 2023 city council minutes as presented.   All voting aye, the motion carried.

Hearing of Visitors

Norton informed the council that the improvements needed at the lagoon are USDA eligible.  Also Norton recommends the council should make a decision on if they want to pursue the next phase of the project for 2024.  The council was in agreement to move forward with North First and Second Street.  Norton plans to contact the county engineer to discuss the project.  
Water and Sewer Committee

Davis stated that a water rate increase of $0.30/1000 gallons was received from Missouri West Water systems.  Moen moved and C. Goetzfridt seconded to increase the city water rates by $0.30/1000 gallons to $7.36/1000 gallons to cover the increase.  All voting aye, the motion carried.  
Auditorium Committee

The council discussed the foundation repair estimate from Innovative Basement Systems.  The Auditorium has been getting water in the basement when the snow melts and when we get a significant rain event.   The council was in agreement to search for grant opportunities to help cover the costs of the repairs.

Davis informed the council that Rodger’s Hardwood agreed to come back and refinish the gym floor after the job that was completed in December was not up to par.  

Davis also informed the council that the New Salem Civic Club agreed to donate the funds for a new floor scrubber for the auditorium.  

Gaebe moved and Kautzman seconded to prepay for service with Nitro Green for fertilization and weed control for the summer of 2023.  This includes 3 services.  All voting aye, the motion carried.      
Police Committee

The council reviewed the January police report.
Personnel Committee
Carter Becker attended the meeting to express his interest in the summer position with the city.  Davis will advertise the position but suggests Becker pick up an application for employment.
The council reviewed the city works report.  McGrath stated that he would like to have assistance with chip sealing again this summer if possible.  Norton stated that there are twice as many streets to be chip sealed this year compared to last year.  Kautzman and McGrath will figure out which streets need to be sealed and work on getting estimates.  
New Business

Davis suggested moving our regular April meeting to April 3rd at 6:30pm to hold it in conjunction with our Annual Tax Equalization meeting.  The council was in agreement.
