Fitterer called the meeting to order at 6:30pm.

 Minutes

Kautzman moved and  Lausch seconded to approve the February 13th, 2023 city council minutes as presented.   All voting aye, the motion carried.

Hearing of Visitors

Norton informed the council that BEK would like to start the priority 4 & 5 project as soon as possible.  A pre-construction meeting has been set for Tuesday, March 21st.  Norton plans to contact the county engineer to discuss the priority 6 project on Wednesday since that will include North First Street.  
Auditorium Committee

The council was in agreement to apply for a grant with the State Homeland Security Program with the hopes of upgrading the current security system at the auditorium.  

McGrath presented the updated estimate from Innovative Basement Authority in the amount of $49,673.67.  The new estimate does not include the installation of push piers.  Davis informed the council that the grant application with AARP for the foundation repairs has been submitted but it will not be awarded until mid to late may.  The council was in agreement to check into other repair options this spring.
Davis informed the council that the New Salem Civic Club donated $30,000 for new tables, chairs and racks for the auditorium.  Davis will be ordering them from Lifetime Products later this week.    

Police Committee

The council reviewed the February police report.
Board of Health

Concerns about the Arrowhead Inn were discussed.  McGrath stated that the last storm left several stranded motorist in town and no one could be reached at the motel.  Concerns about the garbage and junk around the property were also discussed.  Davis will contact Mahoney to see if there is any action the city can take to get the property cleaned up.

Personnel Committee
Fitterer stated the only application received for summer help was from Carter Becker.  P. Goetzfridt moved and Moen seconded to hire Becker for $12.50/hour.  All voting aye the motion carried.
The council reviewed the city works report.  
New Business

Davis presented updated tax exemption resolutions.  Our last resolutions were from the mid nineties and there has been changes in century code so Davis suggesting updating the resolutions to reflect the updates.  The changes include the exemption on new homes to include duplexes or twin homes with separate legal descriptions and manufactured, modular and off-site stick built homes as additional eligible properties.  Kautzman moved and Lausch seconded to approve the updated resolution on new homes.  All voting aye, the motion carried.

Exemptions on new and expanding businesses will now include that New Salem City Council has the authority to reduce or revoke an exemption or increase payments in lieu of taxes for that taxable year as outlined by NDCC.  Kautzman moved and Lausch seconded to approve the updated resolution on new and expanding businesses.  All voting aye, the motion carried.

Davis informed the council that Mitch and Charlotte Erhardt purchased 2 lots in the Fuch’s Subdivision and requested to combine them into one parcel.  The council agreed to the change.
