Fitterer called the meeting to order at 6:30pm.

 Minutes

Gaebe moved and Moen seconded to approve the May 8th, 2023 city council minutes as presented.   All voting aye, the motion carried.

Hearing of Visitors

Andrew Hanson requested a variance for a fence to be put up between his property at 405 N 10th Street and Kevin Brandt’s property at 403 N 10th Street.  Hanson believes the tree line lies on the property line and would like place the trees inside of the fence, therefore the fence may be placed on the property of Kevin Brandt.  Brandt is also in favor of the fence and approves of the placement of the fence.  Both Hanson and Brandt signed letters stating the agreement they made to put up the fence, their approval of the placement of the fence, and future responsibilities with the fence.  P. Goetzfridt moved and Kautzman seconded to approve the variance and building permit issuance conditional on the letters being recorded with Morton County Recorder’s Office.  All voting aye, the motion carried.  
Norton updated the council on the priority 4 and 5 project and presented the Contractor’s Application for Payment No. 1 in the amount of $258,894.00.  Kautzman moved and C. Goetzfridt seconded to approve the pay application.  All voting aye, the motion carried.
Norton stated that he has had concerns about the grass seeding after the projects and the success of grass growth.  He discussed the issue with the seed contractor and although we have been using three times the standard DOT rate it was recommended to use three times more.  Gaebe moved and Moen seconded to approve the increased rate.  All voting aye, the motion carried.

Norton presented the engineering agreement for next year’s project in the amount of $408,000.  Kautzman moved and C. Goetzfridt seconded to approve the contract pending approval by the USDA.  All voting aye, the motion carried.  
Water &Sewer Committee

Davis presented a bill for Western Excavation for an emergency water main repair in the amount of $35,000.  Davis requested a breakdown of the charges but the council was in agreement they wanted additional information on the hours and rates charged for the repair.  Fitterer plans to call Western Excavation to discuss the bill and arrange a time to meet if needed.  
Davis discussed seizing the water bill at 311 N 3rd Street.  The property has been vacant for over 5 years and is 2 years delinquent on taxes.  Davis has had no luck contacting the owner.  Fitterer stated she will try to contact the owner.  Kautzman moved and P. Goetzfridt seconded to continue to bill the property and assessing the unpaid bills.  All voting aye, the motion carried.
Auditorium Committee

McGrath stated that the shop will need 2 natural gas heaters since the new boiler system will not be heating that portion of the building.  Gaebe moved and C. Goetzfridt seconded to purchase them through Gambles.  All voting aye, the motion carried.  

Davis stated that the boiler replacement project has gone to bids and are due at 11am on Thursday, June 15th.  Bids will be read at the New Salem City Auditorium on June 15th at 2pm.  A pre-bid conference is being held on Thursday. 
Personal Committee

The council reviewed the City Works Report.
McGrath found several dump trucks that would suit the city’s needs on the ND State Fleet Vehicle Auction.  Gaebe moved and C. Goetzfridt seconded to allow McGrath to bid on a truck with a cap of $60,000.  All voting aye, the motion carried.

McGrath stated he has accepted a new position and his last day with the city will be July 7th, 2023.  The council was in agreement to accept applications for the City Works Superintendant position until June 16th, 2023 and extend the application period at that time if needed.
