Fitterer called the meeting to order at 6:30pm.

 Minutes

Kautzman moved and Moen seconded to approve the June 6th, 2023 city council minutes and June 13th and 20th special meeting minutes as presented.   All voting aye, the motion carried.

Hearing of Visitors

Fitterer called the annexation of the Haugen Addition public hearing to order.  Davis stated that no written protests were received.  Hearing no other protests the resolution for annexation will be recorded with the Morton County Recorder’s Office as presented.  Fitterer closed the public hearing. 

Norton updated the council on the priority 4 and 5 project and presented the Contractor’s Application for Payment No. 2 in the amount of $679,695.55.  Gaebe moved and C. Goetzfridt seconded to approve pay application two.  All voting aye, the motion carried.  Norton requested to have the informational meeting for the next project in conjunction with the next regular meeting on August 7th at 6:30.  The council agreed.
Water &Sewer Committee

Fitterer stated that Western Excavating has not gotten back to the city with any updates to the bill they submitted to the city for the water main repair.
Auditorium Committee

Kautzman and Moen have been trying to find a contractor to complete the auditorium storage room project that the City received a grant from the Community Foundation for, but they have been unable to find someone to take on the job.  Fitterer gave a recommendation for a contractor out of Glen Ullin.
Police Committee

The council reviewed the May and June police reports.

Building Committee

The council reviewed 4 zoning change requests from Vicki Keuther.  

1. NEW SALEM LANDS;  Description of Property:  S 50' OF LOT 4 OF NE 1/4, Being part of Section 16, Township 139, Range 85, West of the Fifth Principal Meridian, City of New Salem, Morton County, North Dakota.  Said tract of land contains 0.22 acres, more or less.  The zoning is C-3 (Commercial) and is being proposed to change to A (Agricultural) District.  
2. NEW SALEM LANDS;  Description of Property:  N 16' OF LOT 5 OF NE 1/4, Being part of Section 16, Township 139, Range 85, West of the Fifth Principal Meridian, City of New Salem, Morton County, North Dakota.  Said tract of land contains 0.07 acres, more or less.  The zoning is C-3 (Commercial) and is being proposed to change to A (Agricultural) District.
3. NEW SALEM LANDS;  Description of Property:  W 220' OF S 66' OF LOT 8 OF NE 1/4, Being part of Section 16, Township 139, Range 85, West of the Fifth Principal Meridian, City of New Salem, Morton County, North Dakota.  Said tract of land contains 0.33 acres, more or less.  The zoning is C-3 (Commercial) and is being proposed to change to A (Agricultural) District.
4. NEW SALEM LANDS;  Description of Property:  E 165' OF S 66' OF LOT 8 OF NE 1/4, Being part of Section 16, Township 139, Range 85, West of the Fifth Principal Meridian, City of New Salem, Morton County, North Dakota.  Said tract of land contains 0.25 acres, more or less.  The zoning is C-3 (Commercial) and is being proposed to change to A (Agricultural) District.    
Kautzman moved and Gaebe seconded to approve all requests and hold a public hearing during the next city council meeting.  All voting aye, the motion carried.
