Fitterer called the meeting to order at 6:30pm.

 Minutes

Lausch moved and C. Goetzfridt seconded to approve the September 11th, 2023 city council minutes as presented.  All voting aye, the motion carried.

Hearing of Visitors

John Mahoney visited with the council about the merger of his law firm with Heartland Law, Bismarck.  Mahoney explained that he and his wife are looking to retire in the near future.  Patrick Waters would like the opportunity to continue to serve the City of New Salem as City Attorney when Mahoney’s appointment is up in 2024.  The council was in agreement to consider Water’s agreement but also check with some other attorneys.  

Keuther stated that the smaller faced clock the Betterment Committee would like to place on the exterior of the auditorium can have a custom bracket made to fit the available center space on the front of the auditorium.  The city will get the measurements and report back to Keuther.  
Jackie Lausch discussed some issues she is having with her neighbors and a citation they received for “dog at large”.  The council agreed this is a civil issue.
Water &Sewer Committee

Norton updated the council on the progress of project and presented the Contractor’s Application for Payment No. 5 in the amount of $184,342.75 from BEK.  Kautzman moved and Gaebe seconded to approve pay application five.  All voting aye, the motion carried.
Davis presented a request from the Park Board to seize water billing for the parks for the winter months while no water is in use.  The council agreed.  
Auditorium Committee

Davis presented 3 pay requests from Central Mechanical for the auditorium boiler replacements.  The total of all three pay requests is $145,777.50.  Lausch moved and Moen seconded to approve and pay all three pay applications.  All voting aye, the motion carried.

The council reviewed the supply estimate from Gambles for the auditorium storage room addition.  Kautzman stated he had not heard back from Dale Hoger with a construction estimate yet.
Hunger Relief is looking for a temporary place for food storage and was wondering if the auditorium was a possibility.  Davis stated with it being a public building and limited locking storage it would not be a good choice.  The council was in agreement.
Police Committee

The council reviewed the August and September police reports.  
Sanitation and Garbage Committee

The council discussed the illegal dumping at the transfer station.  Heins is going to contact MDU about putting up a yard light and getting power to the transfer station.   
Board of Health
Fitterer stated she visited with Clint Feland about the condition of his building on Main Street.  Feland stated that he still has plans to eventually remove the building.   
Personal Committee

Heins presented 3 estimates for locators.  Norton stated that we may have left over grant funds that would cover the cost of a new locator.  C. Goetzfridt moved and Lausch seconded to allow Heins to purchase the Schonstedt locator whether grants funds are available or not.
Davis stated that Heins has agreed to take the Emergency Director position with the city.

New Business

Davis stated that Mark Isaacs is ready to move forward with the Annexation of the HWY 31 Commercial Park 2nd Addition.  Kautzman moved and Gaebe seconded to proceed with the annexation.  All in favor the motion carried.  Davis will have a resolution drafted and the public hearing for the annexation will be held on December 11th, 2023 at 6:30pm.
Sunset Inn will be taken over by Badcat Holdings soon but they were wondering if holding pool league at their facility was still possible while they are closed.  The council was in agreement that pool league will need to be moved to a different establishment during the construction period.
