ORDINANCE NO. 2013-01
AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND AND RE-ENACT SUBSECTION 5 OF SECTION 11.0304 OF THE REVISED ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF NEW SALEM REGARDING DOG OR CAT IMPOUNDMENT AND VACCINATION REQUIREMENTS
 
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL FOR THE CITY OF NEW SALEM, STATE OF NORTH DAKOTA, AS FOLLOWS:
SECTION 1.  Amendment.  Subsection 5 of Section 11.0304 of Chapter 11 of the Revised Ordinance of the City of New Salem is hereby amended and reenacted to read as follows:


11.0304 Impoundment     Notwithstanding the provisions of Chapter 11.0101, the following provisions govern the impoundment and disposition of impounded dogs and cats:
(1. – 4.  Unchanged)
5. The owner of any impounded dog or cat which has not been vaccinated and/or licensed in accordance with this chapter may redeem the cat or dog upon providing satisfactory proof of ownership, payment of all fees and expenses, and only after the owner has had such dog or cat properly vaccinated, licensed and procured a certificate of vaccination.  
(6. – 7.  Unchanged)
 
SECTION 2.  Time of taking effect.  This ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its final passage and adoption; and publication of the title and penalty clauses (if any).

Adoption of the foregoing Ordinance was moved by Young, seconded by Kautzman, Council Members Kautzman, Young, Schaaf, Fleckenstein and Klusmann voting for adoption and none against, the Ordinance was approved and duly adopted this 11th day of March, 2013.
