Fuchs came to the meeting to discuss concerns about the summer help wages being low.  Hoffmann moved and Young seconded to pay new summer help $10/hour along with an annual raise for each additional year of service to the city, all voting yes to the motion passed.  Fuchs was asked again about animal carcass disposal at the transfer station he explained that disposal of any animals at the transfer station is not allowed by the health department. Dana Pazdernik and Kristi Klusmann came to the meeting to further discuss funding for a community/school fitness center.  Kaelberer stated that a joint powers agreement will have to be drawn up by the city attorney for the city to be able to help fund the project.  Hoffmann will work with Mahoney to draw up the joint powers agreement.
